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INTRODUCTION

The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) is submitting this Annual Financial
and Progress Report (APR) covering the period 1 January to 31 December 2014 for the
consideration of the 75th meeting of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund.

UNEP followed the Multilateral Fund’s Revised Operational Guidelines for Progress and
Financial Reporting (Third Revision, 24 February 2014), as well as guidance received during
the February 2015 Inter-Agency Coordination Meeting when developing this APR.

This APR details project implementation assistance UNEP provided to developing countries
operating under Article 5 of the Montreal Protocol (“Article 5 countries™) in accordance with
UNEP’s 2014-2016 Business Plan, which was endorsed by the 71st meeting of the Executive
Committee.!

The focus and orientation of UNEP’s work in 2014 continued to be defined by the evolving
needs of Article 5 countries as they progress in their implementation of the Montreal
Protocol, and as they meet and sustain compliance with specific obligations. UNEP met its
Business Plan objectives by following three parallel tracks of assistance for Article 5
countries:

e Track 1: Support Article 5 countries to implement new responsibilities related to HCFC
phase out and enable them to expeditiously meet the 2013 and 2015 HCFC control
measures.

» Track 2: Foster strong partnerships in Article 5 countries to meet complete phase out of
methyl bromide by 2015, and ensure sustainable compliance of phase-out targets already
met.

e Track 3: Awareness, knowledge-sharing and capacity building services that promote
substitutes and alternatives to ODS that minimize the impact on the environment in
support of Decision XIX/6.

UNEP delivered its Business Plan through project-related services at the global, regional and
national levels, including new and ongoing projects related to HPMP preparation and
implementation, Institutional Strengthening, and various other training and technical
assistance projects.

UNEP offered over 350 compliance assistance services to Article 5 countries to achieve
sustained compliance. UNEP prioritize and delivered assistance on the basis of countries’
differentiated needs and priorities. In conformity with its mandate, UNEP dedicated most of
its resources to addressing specific problems of low volume consuming countries (LVCs) and
very low volume consuming countries (VLVCs). UNEP complemented, supported and
backstopped the work of the other Implementing and bilateral Agencies in areas of its
comparative advantage and expertise whenever opportune and agreed upon with the agencies
concerned.

In 2014, UNEP in cooperation with the other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies provided
significant advisory and project implementation support to Article 5 countries that resulted in

an overall high note of compliance with the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments by those
countries.

l. PROJECT APPROVALS AND DISBURSEMENTS
A. Annual Summary Data

From June 1991 until the end of December 2014, the Executive Committee approved 1808
projects for implementation by UNEP. The total funding approved for UNEP was US$
261,827,824 including programme support costs (PSC), which represents about 8% of the
total funding allocation to date approved by the Multilateral Fund for the four Implementing
Agencies. Of the 1,808 projects approved for UNEP from June 1991 until December 2014,
669 were time-sensitive Institutional Strengthening (IS) projects and 1,139 were objective-
sensitive projects, as follows:

Regional Projects

During this APR reporting period, UNEP implemented the following regional project:

Promoting low-global warming potential refrigerants for air-conditioning sectors in high
ambient temperature countries in West Asia (ASP/REF/69/DEM/56). Project continues to
progress steadily and all legal agreements with the technology providers and local
manufacturers were concluded. Supply of all samples i.e. refrigerants and compressors
where shipped and received by local manufacturers, except for 2 companies that
encountered logistical difficulties. Prototypes started to be built and 2 companies
competed their prototypes before the end of 2014. Agreement with the independent
testing facility was concluded through a competitive process managed by UNIDO.
Declaration of the technical cooperation between the project and AHRI-AREP project
was signed and Technical Review Team established. Composed of 6 International
independent experts, the first meeting of Technical Review Team was conducted in Oct-
2014. Two stakeholder’s coordination meetings were conducted in May and Oct 2014 in
the margins of regional events. Several international and regional events were organized
as part of the project proceedings (including Special Seminar at ASHRAE Annual Winter
Conference- USA-Jan2014, Especial session at ASHRAE Conference on Hot Climates-
Qatar-Feb 2014, First regional symposium on District Cooling- Kuwait May 2014, 4th
symposium on alternative refrigerates for high-ambient countries- Dubai- Oct 2014).




Project completed around 75% of its activities. The testing of the prototypes and the final

report is planned for end of 2015.

UNEP will provide an update of the meetings organized by CAP itself in 2014 as part of the
2016 CAP Work Programme and Budget which is being submitted to the 75th meeting of the
Executive Committee.

(b) Implementing Agency and Other Co-operation

UNEP’s work under the Multilateral Fund is performed in close cooperation and coordination
with the Multilateral Fund Secretariat and Ozone Secretariat, the other Implementing
Agencies (UNDP, UNIDO, World Bank), bilateral agencies, and other partners at the
international, regional and national levels.

HPMP implementation. UNEP implements many of its projects on the ground in countries
jointly with other Implementing Agencies, where each agency co-implements complementary
parts of a single project. For example, in 2014 UNEP was the Lead Agency for the HPMP
implementation for 72 Article 5 countries, and the Cooperating Agency for the HPMPs of 29
countries. UNEP cooperated with UNIDO (51 countries), UNDP (26 countries), Germany (1
country) and Japan (1 country) for HPMP implementation.

(c) Other Issues

Preparation for transition to Umoja. Pursuant to resolution A/RES/63/262 adopted by the
General Assembly on 24 December 2008 for the implementation of an enterprise resource
planning system, all UN Secretariat entities and Funds and Programmes (including UNEP)
have been in the process of consolidating the management of all financial, human and
physical resources under a single integrated information system called as Umoja. During the
last half of 2014, UNEP began preparatory work for the transition to Umoja. UNEP, which
was part of Cluster 3 for the implementation of Umoja, implemented the system on 1 June
2015. Umoja enables to accommodate the International Public Sector Accounting Standards
(IPSAS), which has been introduced in the UN since January 2014.




Annex I: Country Developments

A.

Highlights of projects and activities (other than IS)

Bhutan. CAP has been working closely with Bhutan on mainstreaming the HCFC phase
out Management Plan into the national policy. The Government of Bhutan has linked the
HPMP with the national development policy and with the UNDAF very closely. This
mainstreaming has strengthened MP implementation in the country.

Guatemala. Since January 2012, the implementation of UNEP projects were suspended in
Guatemala because of the internal substantive and financial review process of the
previous administration. The country was proactive and banned the imports of HCFCs for
the second half of 2014. Without the HCFC quota system approved and due to lack of
clarity on a responsible person to implement the HPMP, UNEP was not able to launch the
training of Customs and Enforcement Officers.

India. The approved funding includes Tranche 1 and new approval of Tranche 2 in the
71st ExCom: (1) Awareness component through Ozone Cell (2) Enforcement training
through the National Academy of Customs, Excise and Narcotics. There is now an
agreement with NACEN to move on the HPMP SSFA. The late signing of the contract
may also impact the submission of the third tranche by UNEP due for the 75th ExCom.

Mauritania. UNEP had suspended activities in the Mauritania since 2008 and is holding
US$ 206,000 of already approved activities. There was an ongoing OlOS investigation of
the charges that went through the UNDP office in Mauritania. There has been
communication on the outcome of the investigation. UNEP Senior Management
undertook a mission to Mauritania early 2014. In light of the current problems, UNEP is
unable to assist the country, however, discussions are ongoing to resolve the situation.

Mongolia. The Government of Mongolia has taken approaches to ban public procurement
of the RAC systems with HCFCs or their blends.

Myanmar. The internal review process for approval of legal documents between
international organizations and the Government is and might continue to affect the HPMP
project implementation. However, despite the delay in signing of the SSFA, the
government has initiated the implementation of several activities: a meeting with key
stakeholders was organized in July 2015 to discuss the establishment of RAC association
and a follow-up meeting will be organized in August 2015; the train-the-trainer workshop
for customs and enforcement officers will be organized from 5-7 August 2015. The
government also plans to organize a train-the-trainer workshop on good practices for
RAC servicing in the last quarter of 2015.

Peru. The Government has not opened a special account to implement the projects funded
by Multilateral Fund. UNEP will conduct direct implementation of the project in a interim
period. Due to the change of administrative system in UNEP (from IMIS to UMOJA),
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there has been difficulties to transfer funds or hire consultants. The project is expected to
be launched in the second half of 2015.

Pakistan. Under the HPMP, while UNIDO component is almost complete, the UNEP
component has not been implemented since November 2013. Delays in implementation
due to the absence of the ozone officer could jeopardize future funding, lead to a high risk
of non-compliance, imposition of penalties associated with non-compliance and its
impact on the local industry and trade. This will adversely impact the Stage 2
preparations on which Pakistan is embarking now.

South Sudan. The development of an HPMP in South Sudan was approved in 2013. The
project is assisting South Sudan to prepare its phase-out management plan for an
accelerated HCFC phase-out, including conducting of detailed national survey to assist
the country establishing baseline data on HCFCs. Due to the political situation, only two
missions were undertaken to the country. However, despite the challenges, UNEP is
pleased to report that the National Ozone Unit has been established, baseline data are
being collected, and UNEP assistance is ongoing in particular with regard to the licensing

and quota systems.

The following are highlights from 2014 for specific IS projects:

Afghanistan. While there has been some progress with the IS project
(AFG/SEV/70/INS/15), there has been a low disbursement in 2014 due to the difficulty of
the Government to open a special bank account to enable funds transfers to the National
Ozone Unit. UNEP experienced considerable delays in the implementation of the IS
project activities in 2014. A sustainable solution is still a challenge and discussions are
ongoing with NEPA to resolve this issue. As of now, CP and A 7 data for 2014 has still
not been submitted.

Bolivia. Since 2010, there were frequent changes of National Ozone Officers in Bolivia.
The CAP team has provided an induction to the new NOOs in order to minimize the
impact on the institutional strengthening project implementation.

DPR Korea (Extension of institutional strengthening project (phases VI and VII: 1/2010-
12/2013). Since the approval of the IS project (DRK/SEV/68/INS/57) in the 68th ExCom.
in November 2012, CAP initiated a dialogue with NCCE, UNIDO and UNDP,
Pyongyang Office, for transferring the funds as per the modality noted by the 68th
ExCom (Decision 68/4). With new sanctions being imposed by the UN at that time, it
became impossible to transfer the funds directly to the country as proposed in the above
modality. No funds could be either transferred or spent during the year 2013 and limited
funds have been spent in 2014 by UNEP through only certain activities inside and outside
of the country and with great difficulty. UNEP in collaboration with UNIDO has
organized certain technical assistance events and awareness activities by direct
implementation.

In August 2014, the country urged UNEP to find avenues to transfer the IS funds to the
country as this is impacting the implementation of Montreal Protocol activities. UNEP
has conducted a series of consultations with the Multilateral Fund Secretariat and the
HPMP Lead Implementing Agency - UNIDO during the Inter Agency Coordination
Meeting in Montreal in February 2015.

Noting the unique mandate and the very special nature of an IS project and its
deliverables and the key role that the Ozone Officer within the country, UNEP proposes
that the remaining IS funds be returned to the MLF, until such time when the sanctions
are lifted and these funds could be transferred to the country.
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e Haiti. Despite the good progress in implementing training activities, and after a mission in
June 2014 where a workplan was agreed upon, the NOU continued to experience delays
in the implementation of the IS project during the second half of 2014. In November
2014, the country faced a political crisis with increased social movements and street
manifestations that forced resignation of the Government in December 2014. The
agreement with the Government expired in December 2014 and is currently being
renewed.

e Myanmar. The project is experiencing delay in the implementation due to the signing the
SSFA as well as the change of NOO, which had led to discontinuity of project
implementation. UNEP facilitated the visit of two ozone staff to Thailand for capacity
building in March 2015 under south-south cooperation.

e Uganda. The IS project for Uganda (UGA/SEV/13/INS/02) was approved at 13th ExCom
Meeting in July 1994. No IS renewal was approved after this date, and Uganda has not
requested 1S funding for approximately 17 years. After consultations with the
Government, UNEP has been able to submit the renewal request for Phase 11 to ExCom-
73.

Implementing joint activities with partner implementing agencies, proved to be cost effective
and strategic in meeting country and regional needs. Moreover, in providing compliance
assistance services to countries, UNEP teamed up with other agencies to field joint missions
to country’s for a better focused delivery at national level: China, India, DPR Korea,
Guatemala, Iran, Egypt, Kuwait, Qatar, Kyrgyzstan, Saudi Arabia and Nigeria.
