5. Table 3 provides a summary of the request for bilateral co-operation from the Government of 
Germany. The value of this request (US $4,276,405), after taking into account the amount  
(US $4,658,409) approved at the 73rd, 74th and 75th meetings1, the amount for approved HCFC phase-out 
management plans for 2017 (US $1,722,042), and balances on completed projects to be offset against  
77th meeting approvals (US $151,079), exceeds the 20 per cent of Germany’s allocation for the  
2015-2017 triennium (US $8,659,025) by US $1,846,752. The maximum amount to be approved in the 
bilateral assistance programme for Germany for the remaining of the 2015-2017 triennium including the 
77th meeting should not exceed US $2,429,653. The actual level of funding approved for these requests 
will be known at the 77th meeting.
