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COMMENTS OF THE FUND SECRETARIAT
Introduction

1. This document presents the comments and recommendations of the Fund Secretariat on
the Progress Report of UNEP for activities up to 31 December 2005. The Progress Report is
attached.

Status of Implementation

2. UNEP had completed 71 per cent (662) of the projects approved (933) for its
implementation by the end of 2005. It disbursed 77 per cent (US $76.5 million) of the resources
approved by the Executive Committee (US $99.1 million), and had a balance of US $326,760
from unused project preparation funds at the end of 2004. The project preparation funds
approved for UNEP are for the development of refrigerant management plans (RMP).

3. In 2005 UNEP completed two country programmes, 10 technical assistance programmes,
and 14 training programmes. It initiated two new institutional strengthening projects and
renewed 34 ongoing institutional strengthening projects.

Progress at the country level

4, Annex | provides an assessment, by country, of UNEP’s 2005 activities. UNEP had
planned disbursements in 115 countries or regions. It disbursed over 85 per cent of the funds
estimated in 14 of these countries or regions. UNEP had negative disbursement in two countries
indicating that it adjusted its “funds disbursed” below the level that was indicated in its 2004
progress report.

5. UNEP has completed all of the projects it planned to complete in 29 of the 92 countries
where completion was planned for 2005. Sixty-seven of the 140 Article 5 countries eligible for
support from the Multilateral Fund have reported 2005 country programme implementation data
to the Fund Secretariat.

Multi-year agreements

6. UNERP is participating in five multi-year agreements. Progress has been achieved in four
of them, namely: Albania, Afghanistan, Iran and Sri Lanka. Progress has been delayed by two
years in the implementation of the first tranche of the national phase-out plan in Panama
(PAN/PHA/44/TAS/23). This is due to delays in signing the MOU caused by changes within the
relevant Government department.

Individual projects

7. This section addresses implementation delays and comments on specific projects that
have not yet been classified with implementation delays but appear to have implementation
difficulties.
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Implementation delays

8. There are 11 projects with implementation delays that are subject to monitoring by the
Executive Committee. Nine of these projects were also classified with implementation delays in
2004. In 2005 UNEP had fewer projects classified with implementation delays than in 2004,
when 20 projects were classified as such.

Institutional strengthening, refrigerant management plans, country programme
preparation, and methyl bromide activities

9. These projects are not subject to monitoring through implementation delay reports and
are therefore not subject to the procedures for project cancellation.

Institutional strengthening

10. UNEP included detailed information about institutional strengthening (IS) in its country-
by-country review of implementation activities. This included status of implementation and
activities undertaken by National Ozone Units (NOUs) on regulations and legislation, the status
of licensing preparation, Ozone Day and other awareness activities, and the status of some
projects under implementation.

Selected audit reports conducted in 2005

11.  Audit reports were conducted for the IS projects in Haiti (HAI/SEV/43/INS/08) and
Nicaragua (NIC/SEV/39/INS/08) as part of the activities established in the project documents
signed between the Governments and UNEP. An IS project report on progress and expenditure
is being prepared by UNEP with respect to the activities in Ethiopia (ETH/SEV/39/INS/11 and
ETH/SEV/41/INS/12).

Institutional strengthening projects that might merit additional status reports

12. No funds have yet been disbursed to rebuild the NOU in Grenada although emergency
funding (GRN/SEV/44/INS/07) was approved in December 2004. The emergency funds were
approved as IS funds since there was no explicit decision from the Executive Committee
allowing UNEP to override IS management rules and provide additional funds.

13. UNEP’s progress report to the 46™ Meeting indicated that there had been no progress on
establishing a bank account or arrangements with the UNDP office to transfer funds for the IS
project in Myanmar (MY A/SEV/29/INS/02), which had been approved in November 1999.

14. Disbursement has been slow in the IS project in Uganda (UGA/SEV/13/INS/02). UNEP
indicated that the NOU has been advised to open a separate account to enable disbursement as
the current account is operated by the Ministry of Environment and not the Environment
Authority where the NOU is situated. The account has not been opened yet.
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15. Disbursement has also been slow with respect to the IS project in Saint Kitts and Nevis
(STK/SEV/21/INS/02). UNEP indicated that Saint Kitts and Nevis has not provided the
necessary IS reports to allow for additional payments. No information was provided by UNEP to
explain why a Phase Il project (STK/SEV/43/INS/05) was approved in April 2004 when funds
from Phase | had not been exhausted, and another Phase Il project was approved in November
2005 (STK/SEV/47/INS/08).

16. No funds were disbursed for the IS project in Sudan (SUD/SEV/42/INS/16) as
communications with the NOU have been difficult. The regional office of CAP is planning a
mission to Sudan to move the IS project forward.

17. There have been difficulties in releasing funds for the IS project in Somalia
(SOM/SEV/36/INS/03). A new NOU has been established, which has no links to the previous
NOU. The IS project reports have not been submitted and the new NOU has no record of past
expenditures. Funds were requested for Somalia at the 44™ Meeting (SOM/SEV/44/INS/05) in
anticipation that the funds approved in the previous year would have been fully utilized and
accounted for.

18. The Executive Committee may wish to request additional status reports on these
institutional strengthening projects to be submitted to the 50 Meeting.

Delays in RMP implementation

19. Progress has been achieved in a number of ongoing projects however, there remain
several projects for which the Executive Committee might wish to request additional status
reports to be submitted to its 50" Meeting.

20.  There have been delays in the implementation of monitoring for the RMP in Brunei
(BRU/REF/44/TAS/09). Despite the fact that a draft MOU was sent for review in February
2005, there has been no progress in signing the MOU even after repeated attempts by UNEP.
Similarly, despite follow-up at the regional network meeting, the National Ozone Officer (NOO)
could not decide who should be contracted to deliver the training for the technician training
component of the RMP in Brunei (BRU/REF/44/TRA/Q7).

21. In some cases reorganisation within the governments of the Parties or with respect to the
NOUs caused delays in achieving signed MOUs. With respect to the RMP in Guatemala
(licensing GUA/REF/23/TAS/23, alternative technologies GUA/REF/35/TAS/24, monitoring
GUA/REF/35/TAS/25,  legislation =~ GUA/REF/35/TAS/26, and  customs  training
GUA/REF/35/TRA/27), a MOU was signed for the customs training component with the
Government in 2003 and funds were disbursed. Draft MOUs for implementation of other
components of the Guatemalan RMP were submitted for consideration to the Minister of
Environment but due to restructuring of the NOU (since early 2005) a focal point was only
appointed in May 2006, which has delayed the signature of the remaining MOUs.

22, Reorganisation has also caused delays in implementation. UNEP reported that no
activities were undertaken in 2005 for the RMP in Honduras (technician training
HON/REF/44/TRA/16, illegal trade HON/REF/44/TAS/17, and monitoring
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HON/REF/44/TAS/18) with the exception of a work plan being agreed with the NOU.
Honduras’s NOO was changed in mid-2005 and the new manager needed time to understand the
projects and pending tasks.

23. During 2005, activities under the RMP in Paraguay were stopped based on warnings from
an audit report on the IS project in late 2004. Twenty-nine per cent of the funds have been
disbursed for the refrigeration technician training (PAR/REF/32/TRA/07) because the training
had taken place and two cash advances were made under the MOU.

24. There have been implementation delays with respect to the technician training
(YEM/REF/37/TRA/17) and customs training (YEM/REF/37/TRA/18) projects in Yemen,
which were both approved in July 2002. The delay in customs training is due to delays in
implementing ODS legislation, which was expected by the end of 2005. Refrigeration technician
training has been delayed because of delays in initiating the R&R project, which will be jointly
executed by UNDP and UNEP.

25. No funds have been disbursed under the PIC Strategy for regulations and training for
customs officer, and the report to the 49™ Meeting only repeats the fact that model legislation
was provided. The South Pacific Regional Environment Programme (SPREP) has not yet made
a cash advance request to UNEP to obtain the US $141,000 approved for the extension of the
Regional Strategy to include Cook lIslands, Nauru, and Niue. However, the SPREP advanced
funds to Niue during the third quarter of 2005 (60 per cent of the total funding, for three
activities). UNEP will follow-up on this issue in 2006. UNEP reported no activities in 2004 and
again in 2005 for the PIC Strategy (ASP/REF/36/TAS/44), as the third thematic meeting has
been postponed until 2006 since ODS regulations have not been established. The third and final
thematic meeting was held in January 2006.

26. UNEP has not yet begun activities for the RMP in Myanmar (MYA/REF/45/TAS/05)
because the MOU submitted by UNEP was not signed in 2005.

27.  The Executive Committee may wish an additional status reports on these components of
RMPs to be submitted to the 50™ Meeting.

Poor communication for the implementation of RMPs

28.  With respect to the RMP activities in Nicaragua that were approved in April 2005
(prevention of illegal trade NIC/REF/45/TAS/15, monitoring NIC/REF/45/TAS/16, and
technician licensing NIC/REF/45/TRA/14) poor communication on the part of the Nicaraguan
NOO in 2005 led to a request by the Regional Director of UNEP/ROLAC for an intervention by
the General Secretary of the Ministry of Environment. Some information has been forthcoming
as a result and the action plan contains a detailed schedule of activities to be developed in 2006
and 2007 to implement the whole RMP update.

29.  The Executive Committee may wish to request that additional status reports on these
projects be submitted to the 50" Meeting.
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Financial matters and data inconsistencies

30.  This section of the Secretariat’s comments addresses some accounting difficulties
regarding UNEP’s 2005 account. It highlights several issues where inconsistencies in financial
reporting make if difficult for the Fund Secretariat to provide an accurate report on the financial
status of projects. The data base for UNEP’s progress report as submitted would si%nificantly
complicate the annual reconciliation of accounts that will next be performed for the 50" Meeting.
The Executive Committee may wish to consider requesting that an additional progress report
data base be submitted by UNEP to the Fund Secretariat eight weeks before the 50" Meeting in
order to enable a reconciliation of the accounts.

Expenditures in advance of a MOU

31. Identifiers for customs officers had been purchased prior to the establishment of an MOU
in Bangladesh (BGD/PHA/42/TRA/17) and Brunei (BRU/REF/44/TRA/08). UNEP considered
it appropriate to provide the customs officers with identifiers to be used at checkpoints and the
disbursements are related to the purchase of these.

32. Expenditure in advance of a MOU also occurred with respect to the project on the RMP
control and regulatory network in Chile (CHI/REF/35/TAS/146), which had been approved in
December 2001. The disbursement modalities have delayed the signature of the MOU, which
itself had been delayed until 2003 due to Chile’s inability to open a special account to manage
the funds. It was the understanding of the Fund Secretariat that UNEP rules prevented
disbursement before the appropriate agreements were in place.

Reporting inconsistencies

Several reporting inconsistencies have been noted, which make it difficult to accurately assess
the financial status of affected projects. While advance payments can be considered obligations
on behalf of UNEP, the examples below include, inter alia, cases where obligations have been
reported as funds disbursed.

Bhutan — training The disbursements submitted to UNEP were incorrect and included 2005 un-

programme for liquidated obligations. Thus it appeared that all funds were disbursed in 2005

technicians when Phase Il has been planned only for 2006.

Argentina — licensing Additional training was provided in the first half of 2006 when all of the

system project funds were reported as disbursed by the end of 2005. UNEP indicated that

(ARG/SEV/30/TAS/104) | this is because the funds reported by UNEP as disbursed at the end of 2005
included advances. It stated that it is reconciling its accounts in order to
reflect this adjustment.

Cape Verde —
monitoring project
(CBI/REF/44/TAS/06)

A cash advance was made for refrigeration and customs training and was
recorded in the amounts disbursed. Although activities under this project are
pending the approval of legislation, UNEP indicated that the provision of a
first cash advance does not necessarily imply that the monitoring activities of
the RMP have started.

Haiti — technician training
component of the RMP
(HAI/REF/29/TRA/05)

The MOU had been signed in December 2003. By the end of 2005 US
$38,200 had been reported as disbursed although no activities were recorded
in 2005. This is because a cash advance was provided in June 2004.
UNEP/ROLAC changed its administrative system to IMIS in 2005, and
migration of figures is the cause of this late recording combining it with the
HAI/REF/39/TRA/Q7. Adjustments are taking place in 2006.

Cambodia — monitoring
project for the RMP
(KAM/REF/41/TAS/08)

All of the funds have been reported as disbursed despite the fact that this
project is identified as a project that disburses during implementation and will
continue in 2006. This is because ESCAP reported the funds as disbursed,
although the funds for monitoring were only obligated. The project will
continue in 2006.

Cambodia — technician
training
(KAM/REF/41/TRA/06)

The project also indicates that 98 per cent of the funds have been disbursed
although the project is not planned for completion until December 2006.
However, ESCAP reported to UNEP the funds as disbursed, although US
$40,000 of the training funds were only obligated.

Gabon - customs officer
training and refrigeration
technician training

For customs officers’ training UNEP reported that the Phase Il will occur
even though there is less than US $2,000 remaining in the budget. Similarly,
Phase |1 of the refrigeration technicians’ training in Gabon will occur despite

(GAB/REF/41/TRA/12) the fact that there are no funds remaining in the budget. Both projects have a
and planned completion date of December 2006. In both cases, obligated funds
(GAB/REF/41/TRA/13) have been reported as disbursements.

Haiti — customs officer | No activities are reported to have occurred in 2005 yet disbursements
training increased from US $3,813 at the end of 2004 to US $12,729 in 2005 (of the
(HAI/REF/39/TRA/Q7) total project budget of US $33,100). UNEP indicated that this activity is

included under the same MOU as the refrigeration training activities and the
first cash advance (of US $20,000) was provided in June 2004.

Advances not reported as

obligations

Mauritania — institutional
strengthening project
(MAU/SEV/43/INS/14)

UNEP recorded zero disbursements in 2005 although it had indicated that
payments were made in January 2005. This is because an advance of US
$22,426 that was made in January 2005 was not recorded as an obligation

Sierra Leone — RMP
technician training
(SIL/REF/41/TRA/04)

Payments were made in February 2006 in the form of an advance and have
not been recorded as expenditures.

Sierra Leone — RMP
customs officer training
(SIL/REF/41/TAS/09)

Customs training was reported in May 2005 and UNEP reported the first
payment made to the country in 2004. However, no funds were recorded as
paid out in 2005 because the funds were provided as an advance in February
2006 and were not recorded as expenditures.

Payment authorisations recorded as funds disbursed

Nepal — RMP component
to assist in compliance
efforts
(NEP/REF/44/TAS/15)

Almost all of the funds have been reported as disbursed despite the fact that
the project is not scheduled to be completed until December 2007. This is the
result of the total amount being recorded and disbursed through authorization
of payments provided by ESCAP to the UNDP Country Office. The payment
authorizations were reported to UNEP by ESCAP/ROAP as disbursements

although not all the funds have actually been disbursed. The expenditures
will have to be reconciled with the participation of UNDP in 2006. The
project’s planned completion date remains December 2007.

Delays in reporting by UNDP Country Offices

33. In several projects UNEP has not recorded disbursements or expenditures because these
disbursements or cash advances occurred through UNDP Country Offices and UNEP did not
receive the necessary report on expenditures in time to include them in the 2005 account or the
2005 progress report. This raises a situation whereby remarks with respect to spending are
contradicted by financial information provided by the agency.

34.  This occurred in 2005 with respect to the RMP monitoring activities in Guinea Bissau
(GBS/REF/43/TAS/05), the technicians training component of the RMP in Guinea Bissau
(GBS/REF/43/TRA/08), the monitoring component of the RMP in Guinea
(GUI/REF/45/TAS/14), the three RMP activities in Mali (monitoring MLI/REF/45/TAS/19,
customs officers training MLI/REF/45/TRA/17, technicians training MLI/REF/45/TRA/18), the
RMP in Moldova (MOL/REF/44/TAS/11), and for equipment sent in May 2005 for both the
customs officers training project (NER/REF/42/TRA/13) and the technicians training project
(NER/REF/42/TRA/14) in Niger. In all cases UNEP’s remarks indicated that payments had been
made or activities undertaken in 2005, but no disbursements had been recorded.

35. No funds are indicated as having been disbursed for the monitoring component of the
RMP (NER/REF/42/TAS/15) in Niger in 2005 when there have been several activities. This is
because the payments were made through the UNDP Country Office. The first payment was for
US $40,000 which included US $22,000 for monitoring.

Delays in country reporting

36. In four cases UNEP was unable to report accurately on the status of disbursed funds in
the 2005 accounts because it was waiting for the receipt and acceptance of a report on
expenditures from a country. This occurred with respect to customs officers training in Syria
(SYR/REF/29/TRA/AT), institutional strengthening in Saint Lucia (STL/SEV/43/INS/09),
technicians training in Togo (TOG/REF/38/TRA/08) and the RMP in Sierra Leone
(SIL/REF/41/TAS/09).

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INTRODUCTION

1. This document, as submitted for consideration to the 49™ meeting of the Executive
Committee of the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol,
represents a Progress and Financial Report on the Montreal Protocol related operations of
the United Nations Environment Programme during the year 2005.

2. In accordance with the UNEP’s Business Plan 2005-2007 endorsed by the 45™ meeting
of the Executive Committee, the objectives of UNEP’s activities in 2005 were to:

Further build and strengthen capacity of client countries to meet their obligations
under the Montreal Protocol and to ensure long-term sustainability of compliance;
Leverage and improve existing institutional and legislative frameworks and
support the development of new policies and legal instruments to enable the
implementation of ODS phase-out strategies and help prevent illegal trade;

Raise the political profile of the Montreal Protocol and thereby increase high level
support for its implementation;

Enhance public awareness of the impact of the ozone layer depletion on human
health and the environment and encourage civil society action;

Improve the access of client countries to specific expertise and knowledge; and to
disseminate and publicize good practices, innovative approaches and experiences
in phase-out of CFCs, halons, methyl bromide, carbon tetrachloride and methyl
chloroform;

Promote and enhance the inter-regional and intra-region information exchange and
cooperation in the implementation of the Montreal Protocol,;

Enhance direct country-to-country assistance (formerly referred to as South-
South/North-South cooperation), especially to those countries facing immediate
and long-term compliance challenges;

Support the development of regional/sub-regional approaches to tackling problems
of common concern;

Pursue universal membership of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol
and its Amendments;

Encourage countries that have recently ratified the Vienna Convention, the
Montreal Protocol and its Amendments to put in place and implement appropriate
national policies, strategies and programmes to control and reduce the use of ODS
in refrigeration and air-conditioning servicing, agricultural, fire-fighting and other
relevant sectors;

Support regional/sub-regional initiatives to combat illegal traffic and trade of
ODS;

Develop a more structured working arrangement with other Implementing
Agencies thereby allowing for the provision of a coordinated and holistic service
to client countries.

» Implementation of non-investment projects for individual countries/regions.

4. In 2005 the CAP in cooperation with the other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies
provided significant and enhanced advisory and project implementation support to Article
5 countries that resulted in an overall high rate of compliance with the Montreal Protocol
and its Amendments by those countries. Specifically, the number of countries declared to
be in non-compliance in 2005 reduced in comparison with 2004 (from 21 countries in
2004 to 17 countries in 2005).

I PROJECT APPROVALS AND DISBURSEMENTS
A ANNUAL SUMMARY DATA

5. From its inception in June 1991 until the end of December 2005, the Executive
Committee of the Multilateral Fund has approved 934 projects for implementation by
UNEP. The total funding approved for UNEP during the same period was US$ 109.12
million, representing about 5.5% of the total funding allocations approved by the
Multilateral Fund for the four Implementing Agencies.

6. During 2005, the Executive Committee approved 72" projects for UNEP to implement.
The total value of UNEP’s approvals in 2005 was US$ 12.8 million plus programme
support costs of US$ 932,709. Annex 1: Annual Summary provides details.

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C. SUMMARY DATABY TYPE

8. Of the 939 projects approved for UNEP from June 1991 until December 2005, 284 are
time-sensitive Institutional Strengthening (IS) projects and 655 are objective-sensitive
activities, including 315 technical assistance projects (TAS), 194 training projects (TRA),
94 Country Programmes (CPG) and 52 project preparations (PRP), including Refrigerant
Management Plan and Terminal Phase-out Management Plan preparation.

9. The above data include 72 projects that the Executive Committee approved in 2005 to
be implemented by UNEP. Of those, 36 are time-sensitive IS projects and 36 are
objective-sensitive activities comprising 18 technical assistance projects, 11 training
projects, and 7 project preparations.

10. The overall cumulative completion ratio is 71% (the ratio of the previous year was
70%). The cumulative completion rate by project type is 100% for CP preparations, 84%
for project preparations, 74% for technical assistance projects, 66% for training projects
and 59% for IS projects. For details of all completion ratios, please see Annex 1:
Summary Data by Projects Type.

1. PROJECT COMPLETIONS SINCE LAST REPORT

A. ODP PHASED OUT SINCE LAST REPORT

11. UNEP only implements non-investment projects (i.e. capacity building and technical
assistance). Due to the very nature of those capacity-building projects, the associated
ODP phase out is either zero or small according to the approved projects. In 2005, 36.5
ODP tonnes were phased out as a result of completed projects. The cumulative ODP
phase-out achieved as a result of all completed UNEP projects to date is as follows:

I1l. GLOBAL AND REGIONAL ACTIVITY HIGHLIGHTS

A GLOBAL ACTIVITIES

14. UNEP implemented the Montreal Protocol activities in Article 5 countries in 2005
through the Compliance Assistance Programme. The CAP carried out projects approved
by the Executive Committee and compliance services funded from the CAP budget.

15. The CAP budget for the year 2005 was approved by the 44™ meeting of the Executive
Committee at the amount of US$ 7,730,148 plus programme support costs. The total
expenditure (disbursement plus unliquidated obligations) under the CAP budget in 2005
was US$ 7,567,047.

16. The 2005 CAP budget was used for salaries of 43 CAP staff members, more than 550
country-specific compliance services, operation of 9 Regional/Sub-regional Networks
and the Information Clearing House as described below as well as in Annex Il Country-
by-country CAP services and Annex VIII Report on expenditures under the CAP budget
for 2005. In addition, UNEP supported the operation of the Network of South-East Asia
and the Pacific funded by the Government of Sweden.

Staffing of the CAP

17. In 2005 the composition of the CAP was as follows:

» CAP Paris team: 8 full-time Professional staff, 1 half-time Professional and 8
General Service staff;

» CAP Regional Office for Africa team: 5 Professional staff and 2 General Service
staff;

» CAP Regional Office for Asia and Pacific team: 4 Professional staff and 2 General
Service staff. This team also includes one Professional staff member funded
through a bilateral contribution from the Government of Sweden;

» CAP Regional Office for West Asia team: 3 Professional staff and 2 General
Service staff;

» CAP Regional Office for Latin America and the Caribbean team: 4 Professional
staff and 2 General Service staff.
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18. During 2005 UNEP finalized the recruitment of Regional Network Coordinator
(RNC) for Europe and Central Asia based in Paris. This vacancy was filled through
lateral transfer of the CAP Monitoring and Administration Officer to RNC post.

19. The post of Monitoring and Administration Officer, which became vacant in 2005
(see above), was filled through lateral transfer of a staff member of UNON.

20. The 44™ meeting of the Executive Committee approved the upgrade of Clearing
House Assistant post from G-5 to G-6. The corresponding recruitment was completed
during 2005.

21. The 47" meeting of the Executive Committee approved a full-time post of
Programme Assistant to the Regional Network Coordinator for Europe and Central Asia.
The classification of the post was initiated.

CAP Coordination Team in Paris

22. The CAP staff in Paris performed the following tasks in 2005:

» Overall management of the Compliance Assistance Programme;

» Coordination of the development, review and submission of annual Business Plans
and Work Programmes;

» Development, submission, and monitoring of the overall programme budget;

» Coordination of training/capacity building activities, ensuring consistent
methodologies;

» Development, management and reporting on the Information Clearing house
function as part of UNEP’s mandate under Article 11 of the Montreal Protocol;

» Coordination of the relationships with other Implementing Agencies and bilateral
partners;

> Provision of main link to the Executive Committee;

» Coordination and/or preparation of reports and information for submission to the
Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, meetings of the Open-Ended
Working Group and the Implementation Committee as required;

» Monitoring of all projects and activities of the programme, including those in the
regions;

» Maintenance of the OzonAction Management Information System (0MIS) as a
main monitoring tool of the programme;

» Development of regular CAP Management Briefs;

» Financial and progress reporting to the Executive Committee on all projects and
activities of the programme, including those implemented in the regions;

» ldentification and facilitation of the exchange of information, ideas, practices, and

outputs between the Regional CAP teams.
23. During 2005, UNEP submitted:

> Progress and Financial Report 2004 to the 46™ meeting of the Executive
Committee;
> CAP budget for 2006 to the 47" meeting of the Executive Committee;
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> UNEP’s Business Plan 2005-2007 to the 45" meeting of the Executive Committee;
» Work Programme for 2005 and two Work Programme Amendments;

» Three reports on projects with implementation delays;

» Progress report on global and regional awareness and information activities.

Monitoring of the CAP operation

24. The monitoring of implementation of UNEP’s projects funded by the Multilateral
Fund was performed using the programme-wide management information system
(oMIS). The system is web-based and made accessible to all regional CAP staff. In oMIS
each approved project is assigned to a professional staff member (Activity Leader), who
is to regularly report on achieved milestones of the project through inputting the relevant
information electronically in the system. oMIS helped improve the quality of monitoring
and reporting of all projects under the CAP.

25. In addition to oMIS, bi-monthly CAP Management Briefs were prepared to review
and assess the performance of the CAP and highlight areas requiring priority attention.
CAP Management Briefs were submitted to the CAP regional teams and discussed in
detail during regular tele- and videoconferences.

Information Clearing House and public awareness activities

26. During 2005 the Information Clearing house continued to support Article 5 countries
within the framework of the Global Communication Strategy for Compliance with the
Montreal Protocol. The emphasis was on providing tools and information that helped
National Ozone Units and others stakeholders in developing and transitional countries
meet their national obligations. Throughout the year, the Clearing house promoted the
overall visibility of the Montreal Protocol and Multilateral Fund implementation
achievements through its core services (OzonAction Newsletter, websites and outreach
activities) as well as special activities (notably the Ozzy Ozone materials developed for
NOU use on Ozone Day). The Clearing house played a major supportive role for national
and regional celebrations of the International Ozone Day.

27. The Clearing House services and awareness raising activities were performed by the
Paris-located Information Management Team, comprising 2 Professional and 2 General
Service staff members. During 2005, UNEP provided direct and indirect compliance
assistance to Article 5 countries through:

» Document dissemination: Dispatched over 28,632 hardcopy documents in
response to requests received from individuals, distribution to workshop
participants, and dissemination during outreach events.

» E-news services: Provided the latest ozone protection news to NOUs and other
stakeholders via "direct delivery"” email news services: 25 issues of OzoNews; 6
issues of Regular Update on Methyl Bromide Alternatives (RUMBA); 6 issues of
Climate and Ozone Update (CLIOs3).
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» OzonAction Web Site (www.unep.fr/ozonaction): Site was maintained on a regular
basis. More than 48 substantive updates to the site were performed during the

period. Some of the key statistics for the site use were:

1211 (6783 ODP tonnes), 2,983 MT of halon 1301 (29,830 ODP tonnes), and

1,599 MT of halon 2402 (9594 ODP tones).

» MultiMedia Collection: 337 new items were obtained, processed and catalogued
(see www.unep.fr/ozonaction/library/mmc/main.asp).
» During 2005, users downloaded 654,715 PDF files from the site, resulting in a
wide dissemination of information produced by the clearing house.

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28. ESTIS for NOUs: UNEP OzonAction in cooperation with UNEP’s International
Environmental Technology Centre (IETC- Japan) developed a new tool “National Ozone
Units Website Builder” at no additional cost. This website builder is based on IETC’s
ESTIS (Environmentally Sound Technology Information System) platform that enables
Ozone Officers to develop and host their own websites in a simple and cost-effective
manner. It provides a generic template (http://www.estis.net/sites/nousozone) containing
standard components developed and translated in the six UN official languages (Arabic,
Chinese, English, French, Russian and Spanish). A package comprising the necessary
guidelines is also available. This service was launched during a public event at the 17th
Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol (12-16 December 2005 in Dakar,
Senegal). It was well-received, and officials present at the launching ceremony expressed
their interest for this new tool. Since the Dakar launching event, 18 NOUs requested to
use this service (Bangladesh, Bhutan, Botswana, Burkina-Faso, Dominican Republic,
Fiji, Gabon, Haiti, Kenya, Nepal, Paraguay, Peru, Philippines, Senegal, Somalia, Tonga,
Vietnam, and Zimbabwe). The service is free of charge for Article 5 countries.

29. International Day for the Preservation of the Ozone Layer (16 September): In 2005,
the Information Clearing house supported national, regional and international efforts to
celebrate the International Ozone Day through the provision of attractive awareness
materials that were easily adapted by NOUs for national use. The response to the services
provided was very positive and demonstrated that Ozone Officers welcomed the public
awareness materials featuring the Ozzy Ozone ? theme. The Information Clearing house
devoted a substantial portion of its overall staff resources to the Ozone Day support in
2005. It was particularly encouraging that countries used national resources to adapt,
translate, reproduce and diffuse the audio-visual materials developed by UNEP. The
specific actions undertaken by the clearing house were:

» Ozzy Ozone — Defender of Our Planet’: A new, richly-illustrated booklet carrying
ozone protection and health messages for children was developed in English,
French, Russian and Spanish. The Clearing house provided master desktop
publishing files to all NOUs inviting them to translate the booklet into national
languages. This was done, for example, by Armenia, Mauritius, Moldova and
Mongolia using their own financial resources. Mauritius alone printed 35,000
copies for school children.

» Ozzy Ozone Radio spots.” These radio spots are 30 seconds long and available in
English, French, Portuguese and Spanish. In the spots, Ozzy is busy diffusing a
message about the ozone holes over the South and North poles. The Clearing
house provided each NOU with master CD-ROMs in an international version
suitable for broadcast on radio, plus the script in English, French, Spanish and
Portuguese for translation purposes. This was done by, for example, Rwanda,
which adapted the spots by adding national information and diffused it via radio.

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> Ozzy Ozone TV spots.” These three short TV spots in English, French and Spanish
reinforce the message of the Ozzy Ozone story. The Clearing house provided
digital versions to all NOUs for pre-viewing, and then sent master Beta cam video
to any NOU that requested the spots for broadcast.

> Ozzy Ozone Children’s web site.® The Clearing house developed and launched a
new interactive and educational web site for children in English and French that
follows safe sun and ozone protection messages in other Ozzy Ozone products.

» Ozzy Ozone animated awareness video.” With continued outreach and
encouragement by the Clearing house as well as the Regional CAP teams,
additional countries broadcasted the original Ozzy Ozone video on television and in
other media, including on airlines as part of in-flight entertainment. More specific
examples of the use of the Ozzy video in 2005 include:

» Ozone Day Web site’. The Clearing house developed, outreached and maintained a
web page devoted to the International Ozone Day, which includes information on
national celebrations in various countries.

> Press conference and press release. The Clearing house staff supported and
participated in the global launch of the Ozzy Ozone web site in Mauritius on 16
September in an event jointly chaired by Ministers of Education, Health and
Information Technology. It was accompanied by a press release.

30. Outreach at the Meeting of the Parties (MOP-17). A joint exhibition on
International Chemicals Management, including awareness materials of Basel, Rotterdam
and Stockholm Conventions and Montreal Protocol, was organized during the MOP-17 in
collaboration with the Secretariats of respective treaties. A performance of a new Ozzy
Ozone Song by the Senegalese Children’s Choir was organized at opening of the
Ministerial segment at MOP-17, which was attended by the Prime Minister of Senegal.

31. Children awareness. Consistent with the Communication Strategy’s prioritisation of
children as an important stakeholder group, in 2005 the Clearing house undertook a
several key activities to promote awareness among children. The Clearing house
participated in the International Children’s Conference on the Environment (July 2005,
Aichi, Japan) to organize an ozone-related workshop and other events in cooperation with
a Japanese NGO, Japan Save the Ozone Layer Network (JASON). The Ozzy Ozone —
Defender of Our Planet children’s booklet was launched at this event. Approximately
400 children plus adults from around the world participated in the ozone activities.
Feedback was collected from the children about the workshop as well as the Ozzy
materials.

32. Review of Regional Information Products. The Clearing house provided substantial
input (guidance, comments and existing audio-visual materials) to the Regional CAP
teams to assist in developing information/awareness projects at the regional level. The
Clearing house also helped publicise and distribute the products at the global level. This

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included, for example, Clearing house inputs to the ROAP-led publication Guide for
National Ozone Officers, which helps build the capacity of new Ozone Officers and their
staff’,

33. Assistance for Portuguese-speaking countries. In 2005, the Information Clearing
house continued to participate in the multi-party cooperation to assist African
Portuguese-speaking NOUs in terms of information and awareness, in partnership with
the Governments of Portugal and Brazil, UNDP and GTZ. At the Arusha Network
meeting in October 2005 for the first time all Portuguese-speaking African countries met
to discuss the ozone layer protection issues. In December 2005 the Executive Committee
exceptionally approved Portugal’s bilateral assistance project to support communication
activities in the Portuguese speaking Article 5 countries.

34. Use of UNEP materials by non-target audience. In 2005, the Commission for
Environmental Cooperation (CEC) based in Montreal initiated a web-based version of its
border training programme for officers in USA, Canada and Mexico. During this
development, which was still ongoing at the end of 2005, the CEC used a lot of the
training material developed by UNEP for customs officers and mentioned that ‘UNEP-
DTIE’s products have been extremely useful in the preparation of CEC ODS on-line
training’.

Capacity building activities

35. The Capacity Building Team (CBT), being part of the CAP Coordination team
located in Paris, consists of 2 Professional and 2 General Service staff members funded
by the Multilateral Fund as well as one Professional staff member funded through a
bilateral project. The following highlights the achievements of the Capacity Building
Team in 2005.

36. Green Customs Initiative (GCI). This initiative was developed by UNEP (DTIE
OzonAction, DEPI, DEC) in close collaboration with Secretariats of participating
Multilateral Environmental Agreements (Stockholm Convention, Rotterdam Convention,
Basel Convention, CITES) as well as the World Customs Organization, Interpol and the
Organization for Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW). The primary goal of this
initiative is to develop and introduce a more cost-effective integrated training approach in
raising the capacity of customs officials on several MEAs as compared to the current
approach of separate training on each individual agreement.

37. Five workshops were delivered under GCI during 2005: Bhutan, Syria, Tanzania,
Georgia and Trinidad and Tobago. The CBT provided assistance in the planning and
implementation of the Montreal Protocol related components. A special website
(http://www.unepie.org/ozonaction/customs/) was launched to provide up-to-date
information on developments under the initiative as well as information from GCI
partners. A Training Guide covering several MEAs with trade restrictions including the
Montreal Protocol was drafted, tested in the regional workshops and is planned to be
finalised in 2006.

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38. The funding for GCI, including salary of a project coordinator, was provided by the
Governments of Norway and the Czech Republic, UNEP and OPCW.

39. Capacity Building Centre (CBC). In 2005 CBT developed a concept of a web-based
Capacity Building Centre. The concept takes into account current capacity building needs
of client countries and sets as its objectives: (i) providing an easy reference tool for
monitoring and implementation of capacity building activities, (ii) streamlining and
supporting continuous information exchange on regional capacity building activities for
implementation and planning, (iii) facilitating cross-fertilization between the regional
CAP teams, NOUs and other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies, and (iv) providing a
quick mechanism for addressing emerging issues through adequate technical and policy
support. This new web tool is under development.

40. Global bidding exercise. CBT conducted a Global bidding exercise for refrigeration
and customs training equipment in 2005. This annual exercise facilitates the
administrative process for the regional CAP teams in purchasing and delivering training
equipment to Article 5 countries, thus ensuring the smooth conduct of training
workshops.

41. Preparation for the Update of the Training Manual for Customs Officers. CBT
initiated work on updating the UNEP’s Training Manual for Customs Officers. NOUSs,
leading experts in the field as well as the Fund Secretariat and regional CAP staff were
consulted to develop a concept for the update.

42 Planning and coordination meetings of Regional CAP Officers. In 2005, CBT
coordinated and facilitated the organisation of thematic meetings for the RMP Officers
(March), the Methyl Bromide Officers (May) and the Policy and Enforcement Officers
(November). These meeting allowed the Officers to exchange information and share their
experiences in project implementation as well as plan and synchronise their annual
activities. These meetings proved useful to the CAP teams for better coordination and
implementation of activities at the regional/country levels.

43 SIDS+10. CBT co-ordinated input of the OzonAction Branch in the Mauritius
International Meeting on Small Island developing States (SIDS). The OzonAction
Branch organised a side event in collaboration with the Governments of Saint Lucia and
Mauritius, UNEP DEPI and the Secretariat of Basel Convention on “Lessons Learned in
Implementing Multilateral Environmental Agreements in SIDS.” This session shared
information on the development of innovative approaches and building capacity of SIDS
to negotiate, comply with, implement, and enforce MEAs assistance, regional and South-
South collaboration and coordination, simplified reporting, and capacity building. The
session also highlighted UNEP’s initiatives to assist SIDS in implementing MEAs, and
the Montreal Protocol was discussed as a successful MEA.

44 Cooperation with Oceania Customs Organisation. CBT facilitated the signing of a

Memorandum of Understanding between UNEP DTIE and the Oceania Customs
Organisation based on the mutual interest and concern of both organizations in
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strengthening cooperation among customs authorities of the Pacific Island Countries in
combating illegal trade, particularly in ozone depleting substances.

45 Support to the evaluation of custom officers’ training. CBT provided assistance to
the Senior Monitoring and Evaluation Officer of the Multilateral Fund and the consultant
who evaluated custom officers’ training and licensing systems projects. Once the draft
report was prepared, CBT further coordinated comments from all the relevant CAP staff
to help MFS finalize the report.

46 UNEP’s Manual on Compliance with and Enforcement of MEAs. CBT provided
input in the development of DEPI’s Draft Manual on Compliance with and Enforcement
of MEAs, particularly drawing on the CAP experience in coordinating training of custom
officers under the Montreal Protocol.

47 Development of a draft project proposal on training of custom officers under
chemical cluster MEAs CBT worked closely with a GEF funded international expert and
and provided input for the formulation of a project proposal entitled “Building Capacity
of Custom Officers and Judiciaries for Effective Control of Import and Export of Toxic
and Hazardous Chemicals”. The CBT’s input was limited to highlighting the experience
of the Montreal Protocol in facilitating training of custom officers.

Halon management activities

48 In response to the request of the Executive Committee at its 44™ meeting to fully
utilize the capacity of CAP Halon Officer, located in West Asia, UNEP undertook to
extend services of the Officer to all regions.

49 Specifically, the following services were provided in 2005:

» Organisation of an international Round-Table Meeting on Halon Management for
Civil Aviations & Airlines on 26-27 September 2005 in Bahrain.

» Technical support to the National Halon Management workshops of Jordan as
facilitator and technical resource person during the workshops.

» Technical advice to the Civil Defense Authority of Dubai with regards to halon
management.

> Organisation of a meeting to discuss progress and the strategy for the Regional
Halon Banking Project of West Asia in the margins of the Main Network Meeting
in West Asia. NOUs from member countries, representatives from Multilateral
Fund Secretariat, Ozone Secretariat and GTZ-Proklima were present during the
meeting.

> Follow up with NOUs of Oman, Kuwait and Yemen on issues related to halon
management.

» Technical support to the English Speaking Caribbean Network Meeting, held in
Barbados on 18-20 April 2005 on halon management issues. Assistance to the
Caribbean Regional Halon Clearing House Project.

> Support to the 11™ Main Meeting of ODSONET for English Speaking Africa, held on
13 — 16 June 2005, in Mombasa, Kenya, in the form of a facilitator and technical
resource person for halon management and banking related issues.
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» Technical advice to UNDP on the Regional Halon Banking Project of French
Speaking African Countries, and other Halon Management Projects as per their
request.

B. REGIONAL ACTIVITIES

50. In 2005 UNEP facilitated the operation of 10 Regional/Sub-regional Networks
involving 148 members from developing countries and countries with economies in
transition as well as 14 developed countries and the European Commission. These
included:

Latin America-South (10 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);

Latin America-Central (10 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);

Caribbean (13 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);
English-speaking Africa (26 countries, with participation of Germany);
French-speaking Africa (27 countries, with participation of France and
Switzerland);

West Asia (12 countries, with participation of France and Germany);

South Asia (11 countries, with participation of United Kingdom and Japan);
Southeast Asia and the Pacific (11 countries, with participation of Australia, New
Zealand and Sweden. This Network is funded by the Government of Sweden);
Pacific Island Countries (14 countries, with participation of Australia, New Zealand
and Sweden. This Network is funded through an individual project);

Europe and Central Asia (13 countries, with participation of Austria, Czech
Republic, Hungary, Slovak Republic, Sweden and the European Commission).

51. Since the project to support the implementation of the Pacific Island Countries (PIC)
Regional Strategy is to be completed in 2005, the CAP initiated consultations with SPREP
and the Government of Australia on the possibility and feasibility of establishing a PIC
Network funded bilaterally.

52. Major activities and achievements of the Regional Networks and the regional CAP
teams are highlighted below. The completed list of services provided to Article 5 countries
in 2005 is contained in Annex II.

Africa

53. The CAP team in Africa focused its work in 2005 on ensuring that most countries in
the region achieved the 50% reduction in CFC consumption and showd a positive trend in
meeting the 85% reduction in 2007.

54. The ROA CAP team conducted three Network meetings during the year as well as
two sub-regional awareness workshops in Eastern Africa. The CAP team also
collaborated with UNEP Division of Environmental Conventions in organizing a regional
workshop on enforcement of MEAs and a sub-regional workshop on Green Customs
Initiative.
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55. The CAP team facilitated national training workshops for refrigeration technicians,
customs officers, environmental inspectors and other import control officers in thirteen
Arfican countries during the year 2005. The CAP team also continued involving sub-
regional groups (SACU, SADC, CEMAC, UEMOA, and WCO-RILO for East Africa) in
its networking activities with a view to enhancing their roles in the control of trade in
ODSs. This cooperation combined with the customs training at national level resulted in
strengthening of the participation of custom officers in monitoring and prevention of
illegal ODS trade in the region.

56. The CAP team assisted the Ozone Secretariat in working with the Government of
Eritrea on the ratification of the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol in March
2005 and subsequently all the Amendments in July 2005. The UNEP Regional Director
for Africa facilitated the communication with Eritrean authorities.

57. The Parliament of Equatorial Guinea approved the ratification of the Montreal
Protocol and its Amendments in November 2005 and is expected to become a Party soon.

58. Several countries were assisted to ratify Amendments to the Protocol, including DR
Congo (Montreal and Beijing Amendments), Ghana (Montreal and Beijing
Amendments), Niger (Beijing Amendment), Swaziland (London, Copenhagen, Montreal
and Beijing Amendments), and Tunisia (Beijing Amendment).

59. The CAP team with support of Information clearing house team cooperated with the
Government of Portugal during 2005 network meeting on the development of a project
for policy assistance to five Portuguese speaking African countries (Mozambique,
Angola, Guinea Bissau, Cape Verde, and Sao Tome and Principe). The project was
submitted by Portugal to the 47" meeting of the Executive Committee and subsequently
approved.

60. Only two African countries did not comply with the data reporting requirements by
the end of 2005. Several countries which were in non-compliance with control measures
were assisted to either come back to compliance or in the implementation of their action
plans. More detailed information on this assistance in contained in Annex Il1.

61. The CAP assisted the countries concerned to develop and approve ODS regulations,
including import/export licensing systems. As of December 2005, 40 out of 53 African
countries established their ODS regulations.

62. Newly recruited ozone officers were visited and trained in the implementation of
Montreal Protocol activities, including Country Programmes and Institutional
Strengthening projects (e.g. Gambia). One of the results of such visits was the timely
submission of Article 7 data in compliance with the Montreal Protocol reporting
requirements. The CAP team also continued ensuring that the implementation of RMP
activities and other projects were done with minimum delays in most countries in the
region.

63. The ROA CAP team conducted a mission to Mozambique to address the issue of
2002 non-compliance with methyl bromide consumption and provide assistance in
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assessing the level of the current MB consumption in the country. Technical assistance
was provided to Nigeria in developing a National Action Plan for Phase-out of
Consumption of Methyl Bromide.

64. The ROA CAP team conducted a consultative meeting with 10 countries to explore
the possibilities of promotion of organic agriculture to avoid the re-introduction of methyl
bromide for new uses.

65. The team continued disseminating awareness raising, information materials and facts
sheets covering QPS and methyl bromide alternatives for different uses. The fact sheets
provided information on methyl bromide alternatives and related issues. Feedback
received from the countries and stakeholders commended the usefulness of these fact
sheets.

66. The CAP team provided continuous support to many National Ozone Units for
specific country needs. Most of this support was done through bilateral discussion during
network meetings, MOP, ImpCom, ExCom, AMCEN meetings and other regional forums
as well as targeted country visits. A total of 22 countries were visited by the CAP staff in
2005.

Asia and Pacific

67. Compliance continued to be the main theme for the ROAP CAP team. Three network
meetings were held in 2005: the joint network meeting of SA and SEAP (Beijing, China),
SA network meeting (Kathmandu, Nepal) and SEAP network meeting (Hua Hin,
Thailand). Thematic meeting on challenges to MB phase out in Asia and Pacific region
were organised back to back with the network meetings in Hua Hin and Kathmandu.

68. The NOUs of the region agreed on an informal Prior Informed Consent mechanism
for ODS trade. When issuing import/export licenses, NOUs would informally consult the
list of registered importers/exporters and inform the corresponding NOU. NOUs of
exporting countries China, Republic of Korea and India would ensure that export licenses
were not issued in excess of the limits set in national phase-out plans of importing
countries. An exporting company would also try to report destination countries for the
bulk ODS export while applying for a license. India, Republic of Korea and China
agreed to send a copy of export license to NOU of an importing country for information.
Singapore, as the main transit hub in the region, implemented the mechanism in 2005
through informal consent with NOUs of the importing countries to verify the official list
of CFC importers.

69. There was extensive progress in the implementation of the regional awareness
strategy. Following the success of the First Regional Ozone Day in 2004, Indonesia
hosted the second Regional Ozone Day in 2005. Most of other countries in the region
celebrated the Ozone Day, including the new Parties to the Protocol. Afghanistan and
Bhutan celebrated the Ozone Day by producing printed awareness materials and by
showing Ozzy Ozone video on local television after dubbing them in Pashto and
Dzonkha, the local languages of the two countries respectively.
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70. ROAP CAP also intensified its capacity building efforts through the development of
toolkits for NOUs in the region. Six new fact sheets were printed and disseminated
during the network meetings at Kathmandu and Hua Hin. One fact sheet was prepared in
partnership with UNIDO. The “Guide of National Ozone Officers” was developed,
printed and launched at the MOP-17 at Dakar, Senegal. Several awareness-raising
materials including a video were produced under the awareness component of the India
NCCOoPP project. All these efforts were supported by the Information Management Team
in Paris.

71. A video on illegal trade and briefing notes, entitled “Combating the Illegal Trade in
Ozone Depleting Substance: A Guide for Enforcement Officers”, were released during the
Beijing network meeting and also disseminated at the Green Customs Workshops in
China and Bhutan and at the meeting of the Regional Partners’ Forum on Environmental
Crime.

72. ROAP CAP organized a sub-regional workshop on Green Customs Initiative in
Thimpu, Bhutan, in October/November 2005. This workshop aimed to create awareness
among custom and law enforcement officers from 8 countries in the SA and SEA sub-
regions. It also discussed ways of combating environmental crime by curbing illegal
international trade in environmentally harmful commodities and implementation of trade-
related provisions of various international environmental treaties.

73. ROAP CAP organized a meeting of regional offices of relevant international
enforcement agencies in August 2005 in Bangkok, Thailand. The Head of RILO for Asia
and Pacific and representatives from regional offices of Interpol, IUCN, OPCW,
TRAFFIC and WCO attended the meeting. During the meeting it was agreed to set-up a
Regional Partner’s Forum on Combating Environmental Crime to create more coherence
between different activities of participating agencies. It is expected that the Forum would
allow for a better understanding of different aspects involved in capacity building
towards creating an effective enforcement chain in the region. An article “Combating
Illegal ODS Trade” was published in the RILO Bulletin (N0.208).

74. In an effort to ensure that Afghanistan and Bhutan get the needed support from the
CAP and benefit from experiences of other Parties, the ROAP CAP team developed
guidelines for expedited assistance to new Parties. NOUs of Afghanistan and Bhutan
were also trained with assistance of the CAP team, JICA (Japan International
Cooperation Agency) and other NOUs in the region. The Royal Government of Bhutan
took an important step by adopting the Rules and Regulation on Control of ODS, which
came into force on 20 August 2005.

75. A bilateral agreement was established between Maldives and Sri Lanka concerning
trade in CFCs. This agreement allows Maldives to import CFCs within acceptable limits
from Sri Lanka ensuring that Maldives would not be at risk of non-compliance due to
over-import.

76. In January 2005, the provisions of the Ozone Depleting Substances Act of Fiji (1998)
and the Ozone Depleting Substances Regulations of Fiji (2000) were put to test in the
High Court of Fiji. This was Fiji’s first ever environmental prosecution case and the
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Department of Environment played a very important role in assisting the police to gather
evidence. Lessons learnt from the case were shared with other countries during the
Beijing Coordination Workshop for Ozone and Customs Officers from the SA and SEAP
sub-regions in April 2005.

77. UNEP, the Ministry of Environment and Forests of India and a private company SRF
Limited, which used to produce halons, marked the closure of the plant by organizing a
unique ceremony “Remembering Our Future” on 8 March 2005 at New Delhi, India.

78. The CAP facilitated a Dialogue between Mongolia and China in Bangkok in
September 2005. Both Parties agreed to pay attention to smuggling of ODS, irrespective
of the quantity involved.

79. The countries of the region, especially those in non-compliance, were seeking
assistance from the CAP on various issues relating to non-compliance. The first meeting
of an Informal Regional Advisory Group on Compliance was organized in the margins of
the network meetings in Beijing in April 2005. The Group held extensive discussions in
an informal setting on cases of non-compliance in the region and also on some of the
potential non-compliance situations raised by countries. The Group consists of
representatives of the Ozone Secretariat, the Multilateral Fund Secretariat, Implementing
Agencies, bilateral partners and regional representatives.

80. A desk study on import/export of ODS in 2003 revealed discrepancies in data, and
countries are discussing and analyzing the situation bilaterally to clarify.

81. Inter-agency cooperation was also pursued by the ROAP CAP team. Joint missions
to specific countries in the region with other Implementing Agencies were carried out,
and produced specific projects that are to be jointly implemented.

Latin America and the Caribbean

82. The new approach of LAC networking initiated in 2003 was continued through 2005
and evaluated by network members as being very useful and to be continued for 2006.
Under this approach the CAP ROLAC team promotes the involvement of relevant
national stakeholders and holds thematic workshops instead of more traditional follow-up
network meetings. A total of six sub-regional thematic meetings were carried out
focusing on common problems of countries of the region:

» Methyl bromide alternatives (with participation of representatives of Ministries of
Agriculture and growers);

» ODS illegal trade control (with participation of custom officers and ODS
producers from the region).

83. In order to analyse each particular situation causing project delays, special bilateral

meetings with Implementing Agencies and National Ozone Officers were arranged back-
to-back with the Main Network Meetings.
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84. Data collection and phase out of CTC and TCA were discussed and analysed at the
Main Network Meetings. As a result of these discussions, five countries from the
English-speaking Caribbean region are being assisted to find appropriate solutions for
their particular problems through the University of West Indies.

85. Special assistance was provided to countries in actual or potential non-compliance
such as Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Honduras, and Guatemala.

86. ROLAC CAP team organized a sub-regional workshop on Green Customs Initiative
in Port-of-Spain, Trinidad in September 2005. The aim of the workshop was to create
awareness and explore synergies between different MEAs with trade related provisions.
The workshop was attended by customs, ozone and law enforcement officers from 14
countries of the Caribbean sub-region as well as representatives of CARICOM authorities
and MEAs Secretariats. Financial resources additional to the regular CAP budget were
used for the implementation of this activity.

87. The combination of the CAP team support, national efforts and work of the other
Implementing and Bilateral Agencies led to the following achievements in Latin America
and the Caribbean in 2005 year:

» Full compliance with Article 7 data reporting requirements (33 countries
reported).

» 2 countries have established, strengthened or enforced their ODS legislation and
import/export licensing systems (Bahamas and Suriname).

» Bahamas and Cuba ratified the Beijing Amendment; Brazil ratified the Montreal
and Beijing Amendments, and Costa Rica ratified the Montreal Amendment.

» 8 out of 22 Institutional Strengthening Projects, where UNEP is the Implementing
Agency, were renewed during the year.

» Grenada received funds for preparation of a TPMP.

» One RMP update and one TPMP were approved respectively for Nicaragua and
Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. UNEP will implement non-investment
components of the two projects and will act as a lead agency.

» One Methyl Bromide phase out project was approved, aiming at providing
assistance to Paraguay and other countries of Central America under the
framework of Spain bilateral cooperation. The project will be implemented by
UNEP.

» Action plan to return to compliance with methyl bromide phase out in Honduras
was amended by MOP-17.

» Phase-out of CFC production in Mexico.

West Asia

88. In order to ensure and maintain compliance with 2005-2007 control measures, the
CAP team in West Asia continued its momentum of giving special attention to
institutionalizing its activities through strengthening cooperation with regional and sub-
regional organizations and secretariats i.e. Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC), League of
Arab States (LAS), RILO and the regional representation of WCO. As a result, the issue
of the ozone layer protection and its international treaties was kept in the highest level of
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attention to the key stakeholders in the region. An example of this approach was the
incorporation of the Montreal Protocol objectives in the mandate of the Arab Technical
Team on MEAs relevant to Chemicals and Waste Management, which operates under the
Council of Arab Ministers Responsible for Environment (CAMRE). Another example
was consideration of ODS trade issues on the agenda of annual meetings of the Regional
Customs Directors, were the CAP had an observer status.

89. High priority was given by the CAP to the update and enforcement of ODS related
policies and legislation. In this regard, a key milestone in 2005 was the issuance of the
GCC Unified Regulation on ODS, which was approved by the GCC Leaders in their
annual summit in December 2005. The CAP ROWA played a major role during the
preparation and endorsement of the Regulation. This act will be used as a guideline to all
GCC countries for updating their national legal instruments. It will also regulate the inter-
regional ODS trade among the member states.

90. Policy and technical support was provided to Oman and Yemen to put their ODS
legislation in place and to Qatar to complete the final draft of a new legislation to be
enacted in 2006.

91. Considering the special political situation of Irag, which is currently the largest non-
Party to the Montreal Protocol, the CAP continued its close communication with Iraqi
officials, i.e. the Minister of Environment, the National MEAs Committee as well as the
national focal point for the Montreal Protocol. Iraq participated in all network activities
during 2005, which helped ensure that the country received the necessary technical and
policy advice as well as maintained contact with the Secretariats and Implementing
Agencies until the national political situation would allow joining the international ozone
regime.

92. South-South cooperation was built up into 2005 network activities. The experience of
the Turkey chillers project was introduced and lessons learned in India, Indonesia and
Serbia and Montenegro in halon management were also exchanged through West Asia
thematic activities.

93. Under the Green Customs Initiative, the CAP ROWA organized a regional training
workshop on Green Customs in Syria, 2-5 May 2005. Representatives of customs
authorities in West Asia as well as representatives of free zones in the region attended the
workshop to discuss compliance with MEAs and combating illegal trade in ODSs and
other environmentally sensitive commodities controlled or banned by selected MEAs.

94. In order to enhance the technical backstopping support given to West Asian countries,
the CAP ROWA signed a cooperation agreement with regional chapters of the American
Society of Heating, Refrigeration and Air-Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE). The
agreement established an outline for cooperation in specific areas, including analysis of
market trends, development of technical awareness materials, cooperation in the area of
chillers sector, exchange of calendars of relevant activities as well as reciprocal
representation in relevant activities and events. In 2005, 4 joint activities were conducted
in Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon and UAE under this agreement and different information
exchange activities were exerted.
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95. Under the regional work plan for the chillers sector, the CAP supported Bahrain,
Kuwait, Qatar, Oman and Yemen in surveying their national inventory of remaining CFC
based chillers through conducting national meetings for relevant stakeholders and
contracting national experts. These activities assisted countries in their national phase out
plans and in the preparation of the terminal phase out management plans.

96. Technical support to non-UNEP projects or not MLF funded countries was also
provided by the CAP ROWA in 2005. The CAP assisted UAE in organizing and
conducting a national customs training workshop to increase awareness of customs
authorities in controlling and monitoring ODS trade. Technical support was also provided
to Jordan and Lebanon in advancing the implementation of their TPMPs.

97. The CAP assured that regional technical concerns were appropriately addressed
through conducting regional thematic meetings and workshops. In 2005, CAP organized
two thematic meetings;

» Round-table meeting on the trends in the chillers sector versus the global
environmental challenges;

» Round-table meeting on the halon management in the civil aviation and air-lines
sectors.

98. Additionally, the CAP introduced ODS phase out issues in the biggest environmental
event in West Asia - Environment 2005 (International Exhibition and Conference). A
presentation was made on ODS and ODS substitute issues in the transportation sector,
which was the main Conference theme for 2005.

99. In line with decision XV/11 of the 15" Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal
Protocol, the CAP organised an international Round-Table Meeting on Halon
Management for Civil Aviation and Airlines on 26-27 September 2005 in Bahrain. The
main objective of the Meeting was to provide technical assistance to the key users sector
of halons, i.e. region’s civil aviations and airlines, and raise the level of their awareness
and commitment towards halon management. It was expected that the meeting would
lead to proactive cooperation between this sector and NOUs, and hence enhance the
implementation of National Compliance Strategies. International experts in the field of
halon management and banking as well as experts from the Halons Technical Options
Committee (HTOC) participated in the round table meeting to meet and exchange ideas
and experiences with representatives from Civil Aviations and Airlines of Bahrain,
Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Syria, United Arab Emirates and
Yemen, and countries from other regions.

100. The CAP provided technical support to the national halon management workshops
in Jordan as a facilitator and technical resource person.

101. The CAP provided technical support to the English Speaking Caribbean Network
Meeting, held in Barbados on 18-20 April 2005, and English Speaking Africa 11" Main
Network Meeting, held on 13 — 16 June, 2005, in Mombasa, Kenya, in the form of a
facilitator and technical resource person for halon management and banking related
issues.
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Europe and Central Asia

102. In 2005 the CAP continued focusing its efforts in Europe and Central Asia on
facilitation of Contact Group meetings and direct country-to-country assistance.

103. During the First Network Meeting in Ohrid in 2003, Refrigerant Management Plans
were identified as one of the priorities of the Network. Subsequently, the Sub-Regional
Workshop on RMP Implementation in the Balkans was held from 8 to 10 February 2005
in Ohrid, Macedonia, hosted by the Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning of
Macedonia. The Workshop was attended by Heads of National Ozone Units, national
refrigeration consultants and representatives of National Custom Departments from
Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Cyprus, Georgia, Romania and Serbia and
Montenegro, as well as representatives of UNEP. RMPs of Albania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina and Serbia and Montenegro were approved during 2003-2004 and these
countries needed support and advice to efficient launch and implement their projects. The
objective of the Workshop was therefore to facilitate transfer of knowledge and
experience in RMP to Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia and Montenegro
from other countries of the region in more advanced stages of RMP implementation. The
Workshop also aimed to train and develop skills of newly appointed staff of National
Ozone Units of the participating countries. The Workshop discussed such issues as
recovery and recycling programmes, training of refrigeration technicians and customs
training. It resulted in detailed recommendations for the participating countries on
efficient implementation of RMPs.

104. A Meeting of Contact Group “Albania — Bosnia and Herzegovina — Croatia —
UNEP” was held from 2 to 4 March 2005 in Tirana, Albania. The objective of the
meeting was to help build capacity of National Ozone Units of Albania and Bosnia and
Herzegovina to finalise their draft ODS legislation, including import/export licensing
systems, and get these approved through relevant Government mechanisms in the
respective countries. During the meeting Albania and BiH receive detailed comments and
advise on their draft regulations. The meeting resulted in the preparation of Plans of
Action for the two countries leading to the finalization and adoption of the national ODS
import/export licensing system. The national ODS law of Albania was approved by the
Government in summer 2005.

105. A focused planning and prioritization of the themes for the coming year were the
key outcome of the Fourth Meeeting of the Regional Ozone Network for Europe and
Central Asia, held 21-23 March 2005 in Bucharest, Romania. Members of the Network
decided to actively participate in the preparatory process of the Sixth Environment for
Europe Ministerial Conference to ensure that ozone layer protection issues feature on the
agenda.

106. A trilateral meeting was held between China, Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan (Issyk-
Kul Lake, 25-28 August 2005) with the aim at controlling trade in ODS in Central Asia.
The participating countries agreed to use a Prior Informed Consent procedure on a
voluntary basis to enhance the monitoring of ODS movements in the sub-region.
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107. The Green Customs Workshop for Caucasus was held in Thilisi in October 2005
with the participation of customs, enforcement and environment officers from Armenia,
Azerbaijan, Georgia, Russian Federation and Turkey. The participants discussed their
role in enforcing MEAs (Montreal Protocol, Rotterdam, Stockholm, Basel Conventions,
CITES and the Chemical Weapons Convention), the trade aspects of MEAs, interlinkages
and synergies between various MEAs and a possibility of creating networks between key
MEA enforcement stakeholders (customs officers, customs training institutes, MEA
national focal points, judges, prosecutors). The workshop was funded by the Government
of Norway, UNEP DEPI and OPCW with no additional costs to the CAP.

108. A newly recruited National Ozone Officer of Bosnia and Herzegovina was trained
by NOU of FYR Macedonia with a following wrap-up session with UNIDO and UNEP at
UNIDO Headquarters in Vienna.

109. Under the Regional Awareness Raising project, the network agreed to develop a
variety of new information/awareness material by Albania, Armenia, Kyrgyzstan,
Turkmenistan, Romania and Serbia and Montenegro. The production of materials started
during the year.

110. The CAP gave special attention to Albania’s situation as the country that was in
non-compliance with data reporting and the establishment of its licensing system. Several
missions to Albania were organized, including a joint UNEP/UNIDO mission in August
2005 to address these issues. With this assistance Albania established a licensing system,
ratified all remaining Amendments to the Montreal Protocol and reported its ODS
consumption data to the Ozone Secretariat. Albania’s Institutional Strengthening project
was proceeding satisfactorily, customs training was completed in May 2005, and
refrigeration training is to be completed in 2006.

The total
overall disbursement rate for completed non-investment projects (excluding PRP) is 96%
of total funds approved (including adjustments, not including programme support costs),
with a cumulative speed of first disbursement of 8 months after project approval and an
average completion time of 30 months.

117. In 2005 UNEP continued the approach to administrative management of IS projects
initiated in 2004: for all new IS and IS renewals Memoranda of Understanding are
signed with respective countries instead of project documents. This approach resulted in
efficient administrative and financial management and monitoring of 1S implementation
as well as easier and streamlined reporting from countries.

118. UNEP jointly with UNDP put a lot of effort in urging the Government of
Bangladesh to sign a project document for the National Phase-out Plan. The issue was
discussed on several occasions, including a country visit of UNEP and UNDP in July
2005, a letter sent by the UNEP Regional Director to the State Secretary in October 2005,
and regular follow up with the country. The Project Document was actually signed in
March 2006.

Building on experience of the previous methyl
bromide communication project in Africa, the project
“NGO Methyl Bromide Communication Programme” will
aim at disseminating information on available
alternatives through non-governmental and civil society
organizations. The project “Regional awareness
raising/training to support methyl bromide phase-out”,
serving as an incremental addition to a recently
approved GEF Medium Sized Project “Total Sector
Methyl Bromide Phase-Out in Countries with Economies
in Transition”, will aim at providing a cost-effective way
for Article 5 countries of Europe and Central Asia with
small or zero consumption to participate in training and
awareness activities on identification and introduction of
methyl bromide alternatives.

Africa: Methyl Bromide was included in the newly developed national and sub-regional regulations. Policy
guidance was provided to NOUs during implementation of investment projects in consultation with UNDP and
UNIDO. The CAP consulted with UNIDO and UNIDO on future needs of countries with zero or low consumption
of Methyl Bromide.

Asia and the Pacific: ROAP provided assistance to Bangladesh for looking at alternatives to methyl bromide

for use in ISPM 15 applications, resulting in one industry using this alternative (heat) and promoting its use in
the country, thereby reducing potential MB imports. Bangladesh is currently a zero MB consuming country.

LAC: The CAP team provided assistance to Peru, El Salvador and Nicaragua. In Peru,
after a UNDP project was successfully completed, one strawberry grower requested to
import MB. In order to help country, MB Officer visited the farmer together with Juan
Jesus Medina, a researcher from a public Institute in Spain and an expert on alternatives
to MB in strawberry. The CAP team together with national experts designed a trial, being
monitored by NOU. El Salvador and Nicaragua are both non-consuming countries.
UNIDO and UNEP undertook consultancy missions each (since 1999) in order to clarify
the potential use of MB in the countries. After an exhaustive field research MB use was
not detected and the banning of imports except for QPS was recommended.

Europe and Central Asia: As per the request of the Central Asian countries with small or

zero methyl bromide consumption to participate in a training on methyl bromide
alternatives combined with site visits in flour mills successfully using methyl bromide
alternatives including IPM, contact insecticides, heat treatment, profine, sanitation etc.),
CAP intended to organise such activity in 2005 using the existing CAP resources without
requesting additional funding. However, due to the difficulties to find appropriate flower
mills willing to accept visitors (anti-terrorism guidelines) and the significant costs
involved, this activity has been postponed to 2006 in order to find a more cost-efficient
approach. Contacts have also been established with the Government of Israel who would
potentially be interested to organise a separate training on methyl bromide alternatives in
Armenia and to provide their experts as a contribution in kind.

Technical assistance in the
chiller sector

In line with MOP decision XVI/13 “Assessment of the
portion of the refrigeration service sector made up by
chillers and identification of incentives and impediments|
to the transition to non-CFC equipment’, UNEP is
planning to develop an initiative comprised of regional
awareness workshops; update of a technical manual on
chillers; a website for chiller users; and policy and
regulatory support at national and regional levels.

West Asia: The CAP organized a regional thematic round-table meeting on chillers trends vs. global
environmental challenges. The meeting attended by experts from West Asia countries and representatives
from industry internationally and regionally. The CAP also supported four countries (Bahrain, Qatar, Oman &
Yemen) in assessing remaining CFC-based chillers through conducting one-day stakeholders meetings in
Bahrain, Oman and Qatar and contracting national experts for surveying the sector in Bahrain, Oman and
Yemen. UNEP supported also UNIDO's work on preparing demonstration projects and coordinated with the
countries in this regard (Bahrain, Kuwait & Yemen)

Assistance in CTC/TCA phase-
out

Africa: National surveys on CTC and TCA were planned for Uganda and Sierra Leone. The survey was
conducted in Uganda only. The survey assessed the imports, applications and uses of the substances,
reviewed existing legislation and identified strategies and activities to phase-out the substances.

Asia and the Pacific: Regular guidance was provided to the countries concerned and a Fact sheet on CTC

In response to ExCom decision 44/5, UNEP is planning
to provide expert and policy advice to all countries with
low volume of CTC and TCA consumption as special
CAP service.

and alternatives was distributed.

West Asia: The CAP assisted UNIDO in implementing their CTC/TCA projects in Bahrain, Oman and Yemen
through identifying national/regional experts and coordinating the implementation of related activities.

LAC: A MOU on the Establishment of ODS Solvent support facility was signed with the Cave Hill
University of Barbados. The principal objective of this regional activity is to assist the laboratories of the
region in the management of existing stock of ODS solvents and to be trained and capacitated in the use
of alternative and approved non ODS methodologies. The Barbados University through its Chemistry
Department will be working on an on-site based and through the other regional University branches with
the objective of eliminating the use of ODS as solvents in laboratories use.

Policy advice on licensing
systems

In line with MOP decision XV1/32 “Report on the
establishment of licensing systems under Article 4B of
the Montreal Protocol”, UNEP will undertake to assess
existing national policies, legal instruments and
regulations with a view to recommending options for
improvement of ODS import/export controls, including
monitoring systems. Those countries that have not yet
established ODS licensing systems will be assisted to
do so as a matter of urgency.

Africa: A study on the status and effectiveness of the implementation of ODS policies and regulations was
conducted. It showed that in most countries the ODS regulations were effective and covered all ODS including
methyl bromide. In most cases customs officers had seizures of illegal importation of ODS and ODS based
equipment, but none of the cases was prosecuted. Countries, which have no ODS regulations, were assisted
to develop ODS regulations and most of these

newly developed regulations were submitted for approval. A sub-regional approach to implement control
measures was used and French speaking African countries are using the sub-regional harmonised ODS
regulations to control ODS trade within the region. Similar approach is underway in English-speaking African
countries using COMESA and ECOWAS sub-regional organisations.

Asia and the Pacific: The CAP provided policy assistance to Afghanistan and Bhutan

for drafting new ODS regulations following ratification of the Montreal Protocol.

Nepal was advised on improving the ODS regulations and on control of

import ban following its Action Plan to remain in compliance. Maldives were

assisted in signing an agreement with Sri Lanka to ensure CFC imports according

to quota in 2006. Iran was urged to prepare specific ODS licensing system to

ensure continuity. All network countries were advised about the necessity to

include all ODS in the ODS regulations, and to inform the Ozone Secretariat

if they wish to be included on the list of countries that do not want to import ODS-based
equipment. China published "Policies and Regulations on the Protection of the Ozone
Layer in China", which was distributed during the Beijing network meetings in April 2005.
A voluntary Prior Informed Consent system was developed during 2005 and will be
implemented during 2006, whereby countries would only issue licenses to registered
importers / exporters. Information Sheets on Licensing were developed for each country
containing information on registered importers/exporters, banned substance/ equipment,
penalties and contacts for licensing customs control and investigation.

West Asia: The CAP assisted Yemen in drafting and reviewing new comprehensive
ODS legislation, which was issued in end of 2005 by the Cabinet of Ministers.

The CAP was involved in all steps of the legislation preparation and participated

in the national stakeholders consultation meeting. The CAP provided technical and
policy guidance to Oman in updating the ODS regulation, the new regulation issued in
May 2005. The CAP worked closely with the GCC Secretariat in finalizing the Unified
ODS regulation for GCC countries. The Regulation was drafted and reviewed through
the CAP team and regional consultant (contracted by CAP) and it was approved by the
leaders of the GCC countries during their annual summit December 2005. The CAP assisted
Qatar in reviewing and commenting on the new ODS national legislation

which was scheduled to be issued by 2006.

LAC: South-South cooperation activities were employed by CAP team for ODS legislation development and
implementation. NOO of Colombia assisted Chile in developing methodology of ODS imports control. Jamaica
assisted Dominica in the training of air-conditioning /refrigeration technicians and the establishment of interim
committees for the air-conditioning and refrigeration association. Trinidad and Tobago assisted Barbados in the
establishment of Air

Conditioning and Refrigeration Association.

Europe and Central Asia: A contact group meeting on ODS legislation was organized by the CAP in March

2005 with the objective to assist Albania and Bosnia and Herzegovina in developing national ODS regulations.
Consequently, Albania adopted its National ODS Law in summer 2005. In the context of the training of Bosnia
& Herzegovina's new Ozone Officer organised by CAP, the adoption of the ODS legislation and licensing
system was discussed with UNIDO and UNEP in Vienna in October 2005. The CAP provided sample ODS
legislation to Armenia and started working with the country on drafting in consultation with neighboring
countries. Romania agred to support Armenia in questions related to the establishment of a licensing system.

Support to new Parties

UNEP will continue paying special attention to countries
that recently ratified the ozone treaties, namely
Afghanistan, Bhutan, Cook Islands, Nauru and Niue,
through capacity building, knowledge transfer, public
awareness and South-South cooperation.

Africa: Eritrea ratified the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol. Following a mission by UNEP CAP in
which advice and guidance on ratification of Amendments was provided, Eritrea ratified all Amendments to the
Montreal Protocol. In order to fast track assistance to Eritrea, UNEP requested for and obtained funds from the
Multilateral Fund for Institutional Strengthening start-up and for Country Programme and Refrigerant
Management Plan preparation. The NOU was also actively involved in Network activities.

Asia and the Pacific: The CAP provided special assistance to Afghanistan and Bhutan through several

initiatives resulting in the establishment of ODS regulation and licensing system in Bhutan in August 2005 and
interim ban on the import of CFC and CFC-based equipment in Afghanistan. Assistance to Cook Islands,
Nauru and Niue was provided through SPREP to establish the national ozone units and licensing system.

Support to Portuguese
speaking countries

A group of Portuguese speaking countries requested
UNEP to facilitate provision of technical information and
materials in their national language. UNEP, UNDP and
GTZ will work together with Portugal and Brazil to meet
this need by facilitating information and experience
exchange among the countries concerned and
organizing meetings of the group back-to-back with
planned meetings of the Joint African Regional Network.

Africa: Support was provided to the 5 Portuguese-speaking countries in Africa. A special session was
conducted for them during the Joint Network meeting with the participation of Portugal. UNEP assisted the
Government of Portugal in preparation of Technical assistance programme approved by ExCom at 47th
Meeting. UNEP will assist in implementation of this project in 2006.

Attractive awareness materials

Building on success of the Ozzy Ozone video, hew
public awareness products will be developed in 2005,
including TV and radio spots and didactic materials for
young audience.

Africa: Master copies of Ozzy Ozone video were provided to NOUs in Africa region for translation in national
languages. NOU Mauritius printed copies of the Ozzy cartoon. Niger produced a printed version of Ozzy Ozone
with local adaptation and translated video in national language.

West Asia: CAP translated the Ozzy Ozone video in Arabic language for dissemination and use in national
and regional awareness activities.

Long-term sustainability

Starting in 2005, UNEP will undertake to provide
continuous support to countries that have already
completed training and other activities under their
RMPs, including RMPs supported by other
Implementing Agencies. This new kind of assistance will
aim at maintaining national capacity and securing
sustainability of results achieved during the project
implementation phase. Such sustainability may become
crucial for a final “clean up” of ODS after 2010.

Asia and the Pacific: The RMP/TPMP/NPP/RMPU are still ongoing in the AP region. UNEP is closely

following up with the progress and discussing with NOUs to understand the challenges faced by different
countries. During the network meeting in Kathmandu, the post-2010 issues were raised and discussed with SA
countries.

West Asia: Assistance to Qatar (in coordination with UNIDO) in surveying the national refrigeration workshops
and companies that could befit of the R&R project. Support to Lebanon (in coordination with UNDP) in
organizing a one-day stakeholders meeting for the Lebanese TPMP in cooperation with ASHRAE chapter in
the country. CAP/ROWA signed regional cooperation agreement with ASHRAE Chapters in West Asia to
provide technical backstopping support to countries in the region with regard to activities in the refrigeration
and air-conditioning sector.

Collaboration with
Implementing Agencies

Upon request, UNEP will provide complementary
support to the implementation of investment projects on
methyl bromide and halon phase-out. This will include
policy and expert advice on regulatory instruments; legal
and policy assistance on methyl bromide issues; advice
on approaches of economically-viable halon banking,
etc.

Africa: The CAP consulted with UNIDO and UNIDO on future needs of countries with zero or low consumption
of Methyl Bromide and provided policy support to the implementation of investment projects of UNDP and
UNIDO .

Asia and the Pacific: The CAP has been working closely with the implementing agencies on methyl bromide

issues. In particular, UNEP closely coordinated with UNDP on Fiji and Sri Lanka, and with UNIDO on China
and Iran.

West Asia: Facilitated a meeting in Amman during the ODS Officers Main Network Meeting, with
representatives of the partner countries (Regional Halon Bank of West Asia; Bahrain, Lebanon, Qatar &
Yemen), MFS and GTZ who agreed that GTZ would close the project budget and submit a report to countries
and MFS on this regard.

LAC: The CAP team has been working closely with UNIDO concerning policy measures in Guatemala
and Honduras. Country missions were carried out to meet private sector and government authorities.
A workshop with MB project coordinators form Mexico, Costa Rica, Guatemala and Honduras was
organized in Tegucigalpa, Honduras in May, 2005. As a result of such workshop, the implementation
of a sub-regional strategy for MB phase out was agreed. In this case, the team helped to obtain
assistance under the framework of Spain bilateral contribution to Multilateral Fund.
