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OBSERVATIONS ET RECOMMANDATIONS DU SECRETARIAT DU FONDS

1. Le plan d’activités du PNUE pour les années 2007-2009 est présenté a I’annexe | au
présent document.

2. Le présent document contient un sommaire des activités prévues du PNUE pour
I’élimination des substances qui appauvrissent la couche d’ozone (SAQ) pour la période
triennale 2007-2009. Il porte également sur le plan d’activités du PNUE, les indicateurs
d’efficacité, les observations genérales et les recommandations aux fins d’examen par le Comité
exécutif.

Activités prévues en 2007

3. Le plan d’activités du PNUE pour les annees 2007-2009 contient des demandes pour
2007 représentant 29,25 millions $US (comprenant les codts d’appui). Ce montant comprend :

a) La somme de 8,64 millions $US pour le budget administratif du PNUE, plus
particulierement la prestation du Programme d’aide a la conformité, qui sera
examiné a la derniére réunion du Comité exécutif de 2007.

b) Neuf accords pluriannuels fondés sur I’efficacité pour I’élimination sectorielle et
de substances, évalués a 763 655 $US, au total, pour I’élimination de 21 tonnes
PAO.

C) Vingt-six nouveaux accords pluriannuels d’une valeur totale de 3,2 millions $US
en 2007 (un total de 6,55 millions $US pour la période triennale) pour
I’élimination de 60 tonnes PAO en 2007 (126 tonnes PAO pour la période
triennale).

d) La somme de 4,68 millions $US pour le renforcement des institutions, qui
comprend de nouveaux projets de renforcement des institutions pour trois pays
(Timor-Oriental, République d’lraq (lraq) et Arabie saoudite) au col(t de
300 000 $US, et le renouvellement du renforcement des institutions dans 54 pays,
pour un total de 4,38 millions $US.

e) La somme de 4,02 millions $US pour les activités d’élimination individuelles.
f) La somme de 219 800 $US pour la préparation de projets.
9) La somme de 500 000 $US pour la formation.

h) La somme de 452 000 $US pour la mise en ceuvre de plans de gestion des
frigorigenes.

) La somme de 6,77 millions $US pour I’assistance technique.
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Activités prévues en 2008

4. Le PNUE prévoit proposer des projets d’une valeur totale de 21,47 millions $US pour
I’élimination de 161 tonnes PAO en 2008. Ce montant comprend 540 275 $US pour les accords
pluriannuels en cours et 9,64 millions $US pour le Programme d’aide a la conformité.

Activités prévues en 2009

5. Le PNUE prévoit proposer des projets d’une valeur totale de 16,53 millions $US pour
I’élimination de 56 tonnes PAO en 2009. Ce montant comprend 98 815 $US pour les accords
pluriannuels en cours et 9,93 millions $US pour le Programme d’aide a la conformité.

Affectation des ressources

6. Le tableau 1 propose un sommaire de I’affectation des ressources dans le plan d’activités
du PNUE pour les années 2007-2009.

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7. Le PNUE demande un financement de 29,25 millions $US en 2007. La part la plus
importante de cette somme sera affectte au Programme d’aide a la conformité
(8,64 millions $US), aux activités des plans de gestion de I'élimination finale (6,45 millions $US)
et au renforcement des institutions (4,68 millions $US).

8. Les nouvelles activités non nécessaires a la conformité représentent 8,33 millions $US
des sommes affectées aux activités du PNUE pour I’année 2007, dont 587 800 $US affectés a
des pays qui devraient ratifier le Protocole de Montréal. Les autres activites consistent en des
activités/études supplémentaires (493 000 $US), des activités pour lutter contre le commerce
illicite (2,32 millions $US), de nouvelles activités de renforcement des institutions actuellement
inadmissibles (300 000 $US), une activité mondiale pour la gestion a long terme des halons
(374 000 $US), des activités relatives a des plans d’élimination accélérée du bromure de méthyle
(264 400 $US), des activités mondiales ou régionales d’assistance technique pour le bromure de
méthyle (2,39 millions $US) et des activités de stratégie pour les inhalateurs a doseur
(1,6 million $US).

9. Le PNUE prévoit affecter les sommes de 21,47 millions $US aux activités de 2008 et
16,53 millions $US aux activités de 2009. Le plan d’activités du PNUE fait état de
2,98 millions $US pour de nouvelles activités non nécessaires a la conformité en 2008 et
1,12 million $US pour ce méme type d’activités en 2009. Le PNUE prévoit la somme de
3 millions $US pour des activités aprés 2009, qui porteront toutes sur le renforcement des
institutions.

Assistance pour la mise en ceuvre et la conformité

10. Dans son expose des faits, le PNUE indique que I’assistance pour la conformité sera au
cceur des activités du Programme d’aide a la conformité. L’annexe | du plan d’activités du PNUE
propose une liste détaillée des activités, par pays, que mettra en ceuvre le personnel du
Programme d’aide a la conformité en 2007. La liste indique, entre autres choses, le nom du
service spécial du Programme d’aide a la conformité pour les pays en situation réelle ou
potentielle de non-conformité. Elle identifie aussi les activités qui devraient étre approuvées en
2007, les projets individuels en cours, les missions prévues du PNUE et les occasions de travail
avec les autres agences. Le PNUE a évalué les tendances au chapitre de I’élimination et les
besoins d’assistance des 18 Parties déclarées en situation de non-conformité par la dix-huitieme
Réunion des Parties (annexe IV de son plan d’activités pour 2007).

Observations générales

11.  Ces observations generales portent sur les activités non nécessaires a la conformité selon
le modele axé sur la conformité, ainsi que sur le chevauchement possible de projets. Les activités
non nécessaires a la conformité sont précisées au tableau 1, selon la valeur de la demande en
2007, 2008 et 2009.
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Activités/études supplémentaires

12. Le PNUE propose trois projets ne portant pas sur des investissements en 2007, réunis
sous la rubrique d’activités/études supplémentaires. La premiere activité consiste a analyser
I’utilisation des instruments économiques pour financer a long terme I’élimination durable
(80 000 $US en 2007). L’achévement de cette activité est prévu en décembre 2008. La deuxieme
activité consiste a optimiser les ressources pour les enseignants pour la protection de la couche
d’ozone (100 000 $US en 2007 et en 2008). Cette activité sera menée a terme en avril 2009. Le
Comité executif pourrait souhaiter déterminer si ces activités doivent étre maintenues dans le
plan d’activités du PNUE car leur contribution a la conformité ou au maintien de la conformité
est nébuleuse.

13. Le PNUE demande un appui financier de 313 000 $US pour le réseau de I’Asie du Sud-
Est et Pacifique. Cette activité a toujours éte financée par la Suede, en sus de ses contributions au
Fonds multilatéral. L’appui de la Suede n’avait toutefois pas été obtenu au moment ou le PNUE
a propose son plan d'activités. Le PNUE prévoit régler la question du financement continu de la
Suéde pour le réseau régional avant la 51° réunion.

Lutte contre le commerce illicite

14.  Cette catégorie d’activités porte sur des réseaux douaniers de lutte contre la fraude qui
pourraient se réunir lieu en marge de réunions de réseaux régionaux. Cette question est examinée
dans le contexte d’un projet de coopération bilatérale (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/19) et dans les
amendements au programme de travail du PNUE (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/20).

15. Les activités suivantes sont prévues pour I’année 2007, en plus des réseaux douaniers
régionaux de lutte contre la fraude : réseaux douaniers pour la région de I’Amérique du Sud
(financés par Environnement Canada) et réseaux douaniers pour I’Asie du Sud et du Sud-Est.
L’équipe du Programme d’aide a la conformité continuera a travailler avec Environnement
Canada et la Suéde afin de reproduire et d’étendre le modele de collaboration infrarégionale des
services douaniers utilisé a I’origine en Asie du Sud-Est et en Asie du Sud/Pacifique dans le but
de prévenir le commerce illicite de SAO. Le plan d’activités bilatérales du Canada pour I’année
2007 comprend un projet de réseau douanier régional de lutte contre la fraude. Le PNUE prévoit
un projet de « Formation intégrée de lutte contre la fraude dans le cadre du Protocole de
Montréal par le biais du projet de douanes écologiques » (500 000 $US).

16.  Le Secrétariat a pris note que le financement des réseaux douaniers de lutte contre la
fraude devrait étre fondé sur les colts engagés par la Suéde. Le PNUE a indiqué que cette
activité deviendra vraisemblablement une activité annuelle et que les co(ts seront plus élevés que
les colts triennaux précises dans le plan d’activités. Le PNUE a indiqué que le réseau douanier
de lutte contre la fraude est inclus a titre de projet biennal débutant en 2007 et le réseau de
I’0zone Asie du Sud-Est/Pacifique est un projet d’un an (2007) qui sera intégré au Programme
d’aide a la conformité en 2008-20009.

17. Le PNUE prévoit travailler avec les accords multilatéraux sur I’environnement concernés
dans le cadre de son programme de services douaniers écologiques afin d’identifier des
occasions de collaboration pour la lutte contre le commerce illicite des produits chimiques,
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surtout les SAO. Ce travail sera effectué au moyen de tables rondes avec les accords
multilatéraux sur I’environnement et les parties prenantes concernés. La proposition dépasse de
loin la portée des réseaux douaniers régionaux relatifs a la couche d’ozone a cet égard.

18. La 50° réunion du Comité exécutif a décidé que les fonds du Programme d’aide a la
conformité ne devraient pas étre utilisés pour ce genre d’activités (décision 50/26). Le Comité
exécutif pourrait souhaiter préciser si cette décision signifie qu’un financement supplémentaire
doit étre demandé ou que ces activités ne devraient pas étre proposées.

Pays actuellement inadmissibles/non Parties

19. Le plan d’activités du PNUE pour I’année 2007 prévoit des activités pour le Timor-
Oriental et I’lraq (deux pays non Parties), en plus de I’assistance proposée pour que ces pays
deviennent des Parties. En ce qui concerne le Timor-Oriental, le PNUE demande un appui
financier en 2007 pour la préparation d’un plan de gestion des frigorigénes qui serait mené a
terme en juillet 2007. Il propose aussi un niveau de financement de 226 000 $US pour la mise en
ceuvre d’un plan de gestion des frigorigénes, dont I’achevement est prévu en juillet 2009.

20. En ce qui concerne I’lraq, le PNUE propose une activité d’assistance spéciale pour la
conformité. Cette activité consiste en une assistance pour la préparation de programmes de pays
et I’analyse des exigences imposées en matiere d’élimination pour que le pays puisse devenir une
Partie. Il s’agit, plus précisément, d’une activité de préparation d’un plan national d'élimination,
dont I’achevement est prévu avant décembre 2007. Le PNUE demande aussi un appui financier
en 2007 pour la mise en ceuvre de ce plan national d'élimination, qui devrait étre mené a terme en
décembre 2010.

Activités du FEM

21. Le plan d’activités du PNUE comprend deux activités sous la rubrique « Activités du
FEM » pour I’Arménie, dont la préparation d’un plan de gestion de I'élimination finale
(30 000 $US) qui sera acheve avant décembre 2008, et la mise en ceuvre du plan de gestion de
I'élimination finale (282 500 $US) qui sera achevé avant décembre 2010.

22, La 47° réunion du Comité exécutif a décidé de ne pas financer le projet de bromure de
méthyle pour I’Arménie mais de laisser plut6t le Programme d’aide a la conformité fournir
I’assistance, car I’Arménie s’était déja engagée a éliminer complétement les utilisations
réglementées du bromure de méthyle sans assistance supplémentaire du Fonds multilatéral
(décision 47/22). Le plan d’activités du PNUE comprend toutefois un plan de gestion de
I'élimination finale pour I’Arménie. Le Comité exécutif a aussi décidé « de ne pas fournir au
Turkménistan I’assistance du Fonds multilatéral pour les activités futures d’élimination des SAO,
sauf pour le renforcement des institutions » (décision 46/21 (c)), de sorte que le PNUE a retiré la
préparation d’un plan de gestion de I'élimination finale pour le Turkménistan de son plan
d’activités pour I’année 2007.

23. En réponse aux observations du Secrétariat, le PNUE a indiqué que I’Arménie et le
Turkménistan sont des exemples de pays qui avaient profité d’un appui du FEM et qui avaient
été reclassés pays visés a I’article 5 admissibles au financement de projets par le Fonds
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multilatéral. 1l ajoute que les premiers projets d’élimination pour I’Arménie, financés par le
FEM, n’ont pas porté sur le bromure de méthyle et que le FEM a récemment approuvé des
projets complets d’elimination du bromure de méthyle pour les pays a économie en transition. Le
PNUE suggeére que le Fonds multilatéral examine la possibilité de combiner le renforcement des
institutions et le plan de gestion de I'élimination finale dans les pays visés a I’article 5 recevant
I’appui du FEM. Cependant, ni I’Arménie ni le Turkménistan ne recevraient de soutien financier
dans le cadre de ces exercices de renforcement des institutions relevant du FEM ni dans le cadre
d’un plan de gestion de I'élimination finale relevant du Fonds multilatéral.

Activités portant sur les HCFC

24, Le plan d’activités du PNUE comprend des activités sur les HCFC, plus particulierement
des études régionales, en 2008. Il propose, entre autres, I’élaboration d’une stratégie pour trois
pays dans la région de I’Europe de I’Est et d’Asie centrale (Géorgie, Kirghizistan et Turquie) et
des stratégies pour les quatre autres régions. Le PNUE propose également une étude sur les
HCFC pour le Paraguay (60000 $US) en 2008. Le PNUE a prévu des programmes
d’élargissement de I’entretien des HCFC pour le Paraguay et le Chili en 2009, pour un montant
de 100 000 $US chacun,

25. Le PNUE indique que les rapports du groupe de travail du Groupe de I’évaluation
technique et économique révelent que la consommation cumulative de HCFC a quadruplé dans
les pays visés a I’article 5 depuis 1995. Certains Bureaux nationaux de 1’ozone ont manifesté le
besoin d’élaborer des stratégies et des méthodes a long terme pour gerer les HCFC en vue de leur
élimination. Une soixantaine de pays, surtout des pays a faible volume de consommation, ont
demandé I’assistance du PNUE pour évaluer leur consommation de HCFC. Cette assistance
aurait pour objectif principal de mener une étude approfondie des utilisations du HCFC et
d’évaluer la pertinence des technologies et des politiques existantes pour assurer le respect des
futures mesures de réglementation. Le Comité exécutif pourrait souhaiter examiner les activités
prévues du PNUE pour les HCFC selon ses priorités pour les fonds restants au budget de la
période triennale 2006-2008, lors de [I’examen du plan d’activités global
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/6).

Renforcement des institutions — inadmissible

26. Dans son exposé des faits, le PNUE a indiqué que le Timor-Oriental et I’lraq devraient
ratifier la Convention de Vienne et le Protocole de Montréal en 2007. Le cas echéant, le PNUE
pourra proposer des projets de renforcement des institutions pour ces pays, comprenant une
assistance pour la mise sur pied d’un Bureau national de I’0zone. Le PNUE tenterait également
d’obtenir la collaboration des agences bilatérales et d’exécution intéressées pour I’élaboration
conjointe d’un programme de pays/plan de gestion de I'élimination finale.

217. Bien que le modele ne prévoie pas de financement pour I’Arabie saoudite, le Comité
exécutif a approuvé le financement de la préparation d’un plan national d'élimination pour
I’Arabie saoudite et pourrait donc examiner la possibilité d’approuver le renforcement des
institutions. Le PNUE a prévu 100 000 $US dans son plan d’activités de 2007 pour un tel projet
de renforcement des institutions. Le PNUE pourrait proposer un projet de renforcement des
institutions pour I’Arabie saoudite ainsi qu’un plan national d'élimination qui pourrait mis en
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ceuvre conjointement avec I’ONUDI, selon I’orientation recue du Comité exécutif sur la
question.

28. Le modeéle ne prevoit pas de renforcement des institutions pour I’Arménie mais le
renforcement des institutions a été approuvé pour le Turkménistan (décision 46/21 (c)), comme
indiqué ci-dessus. Si le Comité exécutif devait adopter la méme perspective pour les activités en
Arménie, le PNUE propose d’affecter 150 000 $US en 2008 et 150 000 $US en 2009 au
renforcement des institutions en Arménie.

Gestion a long terme des bangues de halons

29. Le plan d’activités de 2007 du PNUE comprend une activité mondiale d’appui intégré a
la gestion a long terme des banques de halons, qui devrait étre menée a terme en décembre 2009.
Le PNUE demande un financement total de 844 000 $US pour cette activité, réparti comme suit
sur trois ans: 374 000 $US en 2007, 255000 $US en 2008 et 215000 $US en 2009. La
48° réunion du Comité exécutif a décidé de retirer I’activité de gestion a long terme des banques
de halons du plan d’activités du PNUE pour les années 2006-2008 mais cette activité figure
parmi les catégories prioritaires en vertu de la décision 50/6. Le PNUE isole cette activité de la
question générale des halons abordée a la 48° réunion, en 2006. Il précise que I’élimination de la
consommation et de la production de halons dépend, en grande partie, du succés des programmes
de banques de halons établis qui relévent et ne relevent pas du Fonds multilatéral.

30. Le PNUE indique qu’il est maintenant évident que les halons continueront a étre utilisés
pendant longtemps (plus de 20 ans) pour certaines applications critiques dans tous les pays,
notamment pour entretenir I’équipement pendant toute sa vie utile, et que ce genre de gestion a
long terme exige des banques de halons efficaces et coordonnées. Il précise que les banques de
halons ont eu des succés mitigés, surtout dans les pays visés a l’article 5. Les aspects
économiques du commerce des halons recyclés sont mal compris par les gestionnaires de
banques de halons, et celles-ci continuent a éprouver des problemes d’exploitation et techniques
car il n’existe pas de moyens efficaces de diffuser I’expérience et les pratiques exemplaires aux
gestionnaires des banques de halons.

31. Le PNUE prétend que la viabilité de moyen a long terme de plusieurs banques de halons
est en péril, ce qui pourrait avoir comme conséquence, entre autres, de compromettre ou de
stimuler les futures demandes pour des exemptions d’utilisation essentielle pour la production de
halons par les pays visés a I’article 5. Il précise que bien que les stocks mondiaux de halons
semblent suffisants, il existe des déséquilibres régionaux importants dans I’offre et la demande.
A titre d’exemple, presque tous les halons 1211 au monde sont contenus dans des stocks
d’extincteurs a incendie portables en Chine; le Japon posséderait le tiers des stocks mondiaux de
halon 1301 et la Fédération russe et I’Ukraine posséderaient la plupart des stocks de halon 2402
au monde. Ces déséquilibres, jumelés a certaines interdictions nationales visant le transfert des
halons, signifient que les surplus de halons dans une autre région ne pourraient pas servir a
répondre a la demande dans d’autres régions. Le PNUE indique également que des déséquilibres
régionaux signifient que les banques de halons établies doivent absolument fonctionner avec
succes et faciliter le transfert international et régional des halons en banque, afin d’éviter le
besoin éventuel qu’une Partie demande une exemption pour la production de halons pour les
utilisations essentielles.
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32. Les lignes directrices en vigueur permettent aux pays ayant une faible capacité de halons
installée de demander un soutien financier pour la mise a jour de leurs activités de banque de
halons, s’ils peuvent présenter un historique de la capacité installée et un plan d’activités detaillé
sur la pérennité de I’activité proposée (décisions 18/22, 44/8 et 47/10). Un soutien financier
supplémentaire peut ainsi étre accordé a tous les pays pour leurs banques de halons. De plus, le
Programme d’aide a la conformité propose le site Web de commerce mondial des halons (Global
Halon Trader) a cet effet. Une proposition détaillée serait nécessaire afin de préciser la fagon
dont les fonds seraient utilisés, si le Comité exécutif devait décider de maintenir I’activité dans le
plan d’activités du PNUE pour les années 2007-20009.

Bromure de méthyle

33. Le plan d’activités de 2007 du PNUE comprend plusieurs activités liées au bromure de
méthyle, dont trois projets mondiaux d’assistance technique ne portant pas sur des
investissements. Le premier projet, dont I’achevement est prévu en décembre 2008, porte sur
I’élaboration de modes de surveillance du bromure de méthyle (100 000 $US en 2007). La
deuxieme activité consiste en des ateliers pour accélérer I’élimination du bromure de méthyle et
des HCFC. Le PNUE demande un financement de 120 000 $US par année en 2007, 2008 et 2009
pour cette activité, dont I’achévement est prévu en décembre 2009. La troisieme activité
mondiale porte sur I’agriculture durable pour la prévention de nouvelles utilisations de bromure
de méthyle. Le PNUE estime que cette activité devrait étre menée a terme en decembre 2009 et
demande un financement de 1,6 million $US en 2007.

34, Le PNUE prévoit également deux activités régionales. Une de celles-ci, qui vise la région
africaine, consiste a améliorer les resultats de la mise en ceuvre du projet d’école agricole au
Kenya. Le PNUD proposera un projet d’assistance technique pour I’élimination du bromure de
méthyle et I’élaboration de stratégies pour la pérennité de I’élimination dans les pays qui
consomment de grands et de faibles volumes de bromure de méthyle et les pays qui n’en
consomment pas. Le PNUE a prévu 420 000 $US pour cette activité dans son plan d’activités de
2007, qui devrait étre achevée en décembre 2008.

35. Le PNUE a aussi affecté la somme de 150000 $US aux projets régionaux de
sensibilisation a I’élimination du bromure de méthyle dans la région Asie et Pacifique.
L’achévement de ces projets est prévu en décembre 2008. Ces projets comprennent I’échange
d’information sur les derniers développements relatifs aux applications sanitaires et préalables a
I'expédition et non sanitaires et préalables a I'expédition concernant le bromure de méthyle dont,
entre autres, I’élaboration de matériel de sensibilisation et la conception et la mise sur pied
d’échanges d’information avec les agents de douane.

Elimination accélérée

36. De nouveaux projets nationaux ne portant pas sur des investissements pour le bromure de
méthyle ont été proposés pour le Guatemala (174 000 $US en 2007 et 261 000 $US en 2008 pour
offrir un soutien a la conformité et une assistance technique) et Trinité-et-Tobago (90 400 $US
pour la préparation d’un projet d’élimination du bromure de méthyle). Ces projets ont pour objet
d’éliminer toute la consommation de bromure de méthyle non liée a des applications sanitaires et
préalables a I'expédition.
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37. La 48° réunion du Comité exécutif a demandé une étroite coordination des activités ne
portant pas sur des investissements pour le bromure de methyle dans les plans d’activités de
2006-2008 du PNUD, du PNUE et de I’ONUDI, mais les agences ont été incapables d’atteindre
un consensus sur le bien-fondé de ces activités. Le Comité exécutif pourrait souhaiter retirer ces
activités en raison de I’absence de I’étroite coordination demandée.

Stratégies visant les inhalateurs a doseur

38. Le plan d’activités du PNUE pour I’année 2007 comprend plusieurs projets d’assistance
technique qui portent sur I’élaboration de stratégies régionales de transition des inhalateurs a
doseur, ainsi que d’autres activités liées aux inhalateurs a doseur, plus particulierement des plans
pour aider plusieurs pays a faible volume de consommation dans la région du Pacifique a
élaborer des stratégies de transition pour éliminer les inhalateurs a doseur (Afghanistan, Bhoutan,
Brunei Darussalam, Cambodge, Fidji, République démocratique populaire du Laos, Maldives,
Mongolie, Myanmar, Népal et Sri Lanka). Le PNUE demande 150 000 $US pour ces activités,
dont I’achévement est prévu en avril 2008.

39. Le PNUE propose également une stratégie régionale d’élimination des inhalateurs a
doseur dans la région Asie Pacifique afin de réduire la dépendance de la région envers les
inhalateurs a doseur a base de CFC (400 000 $US).

Cependant, la base
de données du plan d’activités du PNUE pour I’année 2007 indique neuf accords pluriannuels
approuvés et 26 nouveaux accords pluriannuels. L’objectif d’accords pluriannuels approuvés
pour le PNUE devrait étre de 35 afin d’assurer la conséquence avec les autres agences.

A. INTRODUCTION

1. This document, as submitted for consideration to the 51 meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol, represents a Three-year
Rolling Business Plan of the Montreal Protocol related activities of the United Nations
Environment Programme. It comprises the UNEP Business Plan for 2007 and a forecast for the
years 2008 and 2009.

2. In 2007 UNEP is planning to prepare and submit for approval of the Executive Committee 135
new projects with the total value of US$ 29,214,000 including an annual budget of the
Compliance Assistance Programme (CAP) for the year 2008 and programme support costs. It is
also planning to submit 7 tranches of approved multi-year agreements with the total value of
US$679,000. An estimated total value of all 2007 submissions is US$ 29,893,000.

3. The 50 meeting of the Executive Committee in its decision 50/26 approved an annual budget
of the CAP for the year 2007 amounting to US$ 8,643,240 including programme support costs. A
description of global, regional and national activities to be funded from the CAP budget in 2007
can be found in the Business Plan narrative and Annexes.

4. A current forecast for the next two years is as follows: 111 projects with the total value of US$
22,301,116 are planned for submission in 2008"; 77 projects with the total value of US$
16,112,061 are planned for submission in 2009°. These amounts include respective annual
budgets of the CAP, tranches of approved multi-year agreements and programme support costs.

5. A database of projects planned for submission in 2007-2009 is contained in Annex I11.

B. METHODOLOGY USED FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE UNEP BUSINESS
PLAN 2007-2009

6. In developing the UNEP Business Plan 2007-2009 the following methodology has been used:

» The Business Plan 2007-2009 has been prepared on the basis the previous endorsed three-
year rolling Business Plan taking into account approvals and experiences of the last year
as well as new trends and developments.

> The 2007-2009 Model Rolling Three-year Phase-out Plan adopted by the 50" meeting of
the Executive Committee has been used as a guidance document for resource planning for
the triennium and identification of countries requiring immediate assistance.

» Consultations on business planning with National Ozone Units (NOUSs) were held during
country visits and meetings of Regional Networks of Ozone Officers to identify regional
priorities and needs for country-specific compliance services.

! As per the methodology used in a 3-year rolling Business Plan, the 2" and 3" year estimates will be adjusted at the
subsequent Business Plan submissions.

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» Logical Framework Analysis (LFAs) for each region with the participation of the
respective Network countries in order to finalize the Business Plan. See Annex V to this
Business Plan.

» The following decisions of the Executive Committee were used as guidance: 48/7 on
endorsement of UNEP’s Business Plan 2006-2008; 48/4, 45/54 and 38/64 on Terminal
Phase-out Management Plans (TPMPs); 45/54 (e) on metered-dose inhalers (MDI)
transitional strategies; 46/5 on methyl bromide activities; 50/3, 50/5 and 50/6 on Business
Plans 2007-2009; 50/7 on the model three-year phase-out plan; 47/10 on assistance to
countries with a baseline consumption of zero; 50/20 on approval of the CAP budget for
2007; 49/32, 47/49 and 43/37 on funding level for institutional strengthening projects;
47/51, 48/7 and 49/4 on performance indicators; 49/7 on reporting on ODS phase-out
achieved within Refrigerant Management Plans (RMP), 44/8 on assistance in halon
management; 42/7 on assistance in data reporting.

> Due account was taken of the following decisions of the 18™ Meeting of the Parties to the
Montreal Protocol: XVIII/16 on metered-dose inhalers; XVIII/17 on treatment of
stockpiled ozone-depleting substances, XVIII/18 on illegal trade; XVIII1/33 on non-
compliance with data reporting requirements; and XVI111/35 on establishment of licensing
systems.

» Consultations were held with the other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies to avoid
duplication of effort and increase collaborative and mutually supportive initiatives. In
compliance with the Executive Committee decision 43/4(a), Annex | of country-specific
UNEP activities was circulated to Implementing and Bilateral Agencies for their
comments and input. Comments were provided by from UNDP, UNIDO, World Bank,
Canada and Sweden.

» Guidance provided by the Regional Network Coordinators meeting (Paris, 11-13 October
2006) and views expressed by National Ozone Officers in relation to CAP services were
used as reference during the preparation of this Business Plan.

C. MULTILATERAL FUND TARGETS
I. OBJECTIVES OF THE THREE-YEAR BUSINESS PLAN

7. The focus and orientation of UNEP’s work has always been defined by evolving needs of
client countries, as they move further along in their implementation of the Montreal Protocol.
With reaching the 2007 phase-out milestone and the 2010 phase-out milestone looming on the
horizon and Article 5 countries approaching final stages of implementation of their commitments
under the Protocol, the overall objective of UNEP’s operation during the triennium will be
twofold:
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» To address immediate needs of Parties operating under para (1) of Article 5 of the
Montreal Protocol and support their efforts to comply with 2007, 2010 and 2015 control
measures;

» To further build and strengthen capacity of Parties to ensure long-term sustainability of
compliance.

8. Consistent with the targets set by the Multilateral Fund Phase-Out Plan, the immediate
objectives of the UNEP Business Plan 2007-2009 will be:

To continue strengthening capacity of National Ozone Units and relevant
institutions through training and knowledge transfer;

To raise the political profile of the Montreal Protocol and thereby increase high-
level support for its implementation;

To improve the access of client countries to specific expertise and knowledge; and
to disseminate and publicize good practices, innovative approaches and
experiences in phase-out of controlled substances;

To promote and enhance the inter-regional and intra-region information exchange
and cooperation in the implementation of the Montreal Protocol;

To enhance direct country-to-country assistance, especially to those countries
facing immediate and long-term compliance challenges;

To support regional/sub-regional initiatives to combat illegal trade in ODS;

To pursue universal ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol
and its Amendments;

To enhance public awareness of the impact of the ozone layer depletion on human
health and the environment and encourage civil society action;

To encourage countries that have recently ratified the Vienna Convention, the
Montreal Protocol and its Amendments to put in place and implement appropriate
national policies, strategies and programmes to control and reduce the use of ODS
in refrigeration and air-conditioning servicing, agricultural, fire-fighting and other
relevant sectors;
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Objective 12 To enhance working arrangement with other Implementing Agencies thereby
allowing for the provision of a coordinated and holistic service to client countries.

9. The following compliance-oriented approach will continue to be used for UNEP operations:

» Prioritized assistance will be provided to those countries declared in non-compliance by
the 18" Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol as well as those countries
formulating and implementing their national action plans to return to compliance;

» Countries at risk of non-compliance according to their reported Article 7 data will be
consulted to identify problems and appropriate solutions, and to deliver required urgent
assistance;

» Analysis of trends in reported data conducted by the Multilateral Fund Secretariat will be

used as an early-warning tool to help detect potential difficulties long in advance and to

offer necessary advice;

Continuous support will be provided to those countries that have recently come back to

compliance to help maintain the achieved status;

Technical and policy assistance will be offered to countries in good standing to help keep

up a steady phase-out pace;

Support will be offered to countries with zero consumption levels and/or zero baselines

to help prevent consumption growth if relevant;

Close coordination and collaboration will be promoted with the Implementing and

Bilateral Agencies and the Ozone Secretariat to avoid duplication and maximize impact

of assistance.

10. Applying this approach, UNEP will offer assistance to a majority of Article 5 countries to
achieve sustained compliance. Assistance will be prioritised and delivered on the basis of
countries’ differentiated needs and priorities. In conformity with its mandate, UNEP will dedicate
most of its resources to addressing specific problems of Low Volume Consuming (LVCs)
countries.

11. UNEP will complement, support and backstop the work of the other Implementing and
Bilateral Agencies in areas of its comparative advantage and expertise whenever opportune and
agreed upon with the agencies concerned.

12. While the objectives of the UNEP Business Plan 2007-2009 will be maintained throughout
the triennium, activities to achieve these objectives may vary from year to year depending on
evolving countries’ needs for assistance and a compliance situation.

13. In 2007, the objectives of the three-year Business Plan are to be accomplished through the
combination of activities and projects at the national, regional and global levels as described
below.

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14. Consistent with the Multilateral Fund emphasis on compliance and implementation in 2007,
UNEP plans to deliver the following services at the national level (reference to relevant Business
Plan Objectives is given against each type of service):

This includes the
organization of training in good practices in refrigeration, training of customs officers and
monitoring of RMP implementation. Extra effort will be made to expedite the
implementation of delayed projects (re: Objectives 1 and 2);

Policy assistance to develop, improve, adopt and enforce national ODS licensing systems
and other legislation/policies in 46 countries (re: Objectives 2 and 8);

Support to public information, education and communication activities, including advice
on the organization of celebrations of the International Day for the Preservation of the
Ozone Layer in 19 countries (re: Objectives 3, 5 and 10);

Assistance in identification of alternatives to Methyl Bromide and advice on policy issues
related to the Methyl Bromide phase-out in 27 countries (re: Objective 4);

Assistance and advice on the phase-out of CTC/TCA to 22 countries (re: Objective 4);
Expert and policy support on Halon management issues to 11 countries (re: Objective 4);
Advice on the ratification of pending Amendments to the Montreal Protocol to 46
countries (re: Objectives 3 and 9);

Assistance with Article 7 data reporting to 43 countries (re: Objective 1);

Assistance in clarification of non-compliance procedures, implementation of MOP-18
decisions and follow up on national action plans on compliance in 37 countries (re:
Overall Objective);

Policy support to national efforts to prevent illegal trade in ODS in 18 countries (re:
Obijectives 7 and 8);

About 190 country visits to provide technical and policy advice, especially to countries in
non-compliance, at risk of non-compliance or implementing their agreed national
compliance action plans. Whenever possible and appropriate such visits will be jointly
arranged with other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies (re: Overall Objective;
Objectives 6 and 12).

15. The above services will be provided by staff of the regional CAP teams (7 Regional Network
Coordinators, 3 Policy and Enforcement Officers, 4 RMP Officers; 3 Methyl Bromide Officers
and 1 Halon Officer). Expertise of Paris CAP staff will be drawn as necessary. A detailed list of
country-specific services to be provided by the CAP staff in 2007 is contained in Annex 1.

Terminal Phase-out Management Plans for CFCs

16. In conformity with decisions 38/64 and 45/54 of the Executive Committee and the Model
Three-year Phase-out Plan of the Multilateral Fund, UNEP is planning a transition from
Refrigerant Management Plans to Terminal Phase-out Management Plans.
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17. A list of 54 TPMPs planned to be prepared and/or implemented with involvement of UNEP is
presented in Table 1. This list has resulted from consultations with interested countries,
Implementing and Bilateral Agencies.

18. UNEP and UNDP will collaborate on the development and implementation of Refrigerant
Management Plans for Somalia. This Party has not yet received funding for RMP activities.

19. In conformity with decision 46/26 UNEP is cooperating with UNIDO on carrying out a
preliminary analysis of the nature and cost of the assistance proposed to enable Saudi Arabia to
continue its efforts to phase out ODS and fulfill its obligations under the Montreal Protocol.
Depending on further guidance of the Executive Committee on this matter, UNEP may submit
institutional strengthening project for Saudi Arabia as well as NPP to be jointly implemented
with UNIDO.

20. It is anticipated that East Timor and Iraq will join the Vienna Convention and the Montreal
Protocol in 2007. Should these ratifications become a reality, UNEP may submit institutional
strengthening projects for these countries and seek collaboration from interested Implementing
and Bilateral Agencies to jointly develop CP/TPMP.

21. While designing non-investment components of TPMPs, UNEP will strive to ensure that
these projects will help Article 5 countries not only meet their commitments of total phase-out of
CFC consumption, but also build foundation for long-term sustainability of achieved compliance.
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As directed by decision 47/10 of the Executive Committee, TPMPs will include support to
maintain a zero level of consumption of methyl bromide, CTC and TCA whenever relevant.

Capacity building support to methyl bromide phase-out

22. Following guidance of the CAP Advisory Group, the focus of work of the CAP Methyl
Bromide Officers will be on awareness raising, information sharing, continuous training and
capacity building of farmers, assistance in data reporting, introduction of methyl bromide in ODS
import-export licensing systems. UNEP will work with other Implementing Agencies to develop
a communication/ awareness raising strategy to outreach results of successful demonstration
projects and other activities to all countries.

23. New methyl bromide non-investment projects will be submitted for Guatemala and
Trinidad and Tobago as required by the MLF Model Phase-out Plan. These projects will aim at
phasing-out all non-QPS consumption of methyl bromide and include such activities as training
in the application of alternative fumigants, Integrated Pest Management / Integrated Commaodity
Management (IPM/ICM) as well as introduction of policy and regulatory measures.

24. Building on the results of implementation in Kenya of the previous Farmer Field School
Project, UNEP will submit a Technical assistance project for methyl bromide phase-out and
formulation of phase-out sustainability strategies in low-, high- and non-consuming countries.

25. In the context of ExCom decisions 48/6 and 48/7, UNEP and UNDP agreed to collaborate
closely to assess the needs of the countries in which UNDP has been working in the past years.
This assessment phase, which is planned to be carried out during the first half of 2007, will also
involve consultations with UNIDO and the World Bank. Following this assessment, UNEP in
cooperation with other 1As, will work further with countries that might need assistance beyond
that provided through the UNDP project.

26. UNEP will also continue to work with UNIDO to provide technical and policy assistance to
specific countries (e.g. Zimbabwe) to help sustain methyl bromide phase out. UNEP’s
intervention will focus on improving the capacity of regulatory enforcement agencies to sustain
methyl bromide phase-out; creating and enhancing awareness of the hazards and environmental
impact resulting from methyl bromide usage; and providing advisory support on effective
policies and alternative pathways to sustaining methyl bromide phase-out.

27. In order to ensure a successful delivery of the methyl bromide phase out programme support
to developing countries, UNEP will provide the following assistance to all A5 Parties through its
Compliance Assistance Programme:

= Develop and disseminate case studies of effective alternatives in each region from
demonstration or other projects, in coordination with the responsible 1A

= Prioritize the provision of policy assistance to countries to sustain zero
consumption and to assist countries so that their existing consumption does not
increase.
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= Upon the request of and in collaboration with relevant IA and the country, provide
policy assistance to countries in support of existing methyl bromide phase out
projects.

= Continue to build strong alliances with agriculture activities in the regions to
disseminate messages on methyl bromide phase out.

= Enhance collaboration with other branches of UNEP such as trade and economics,
and also sustainable agriculture with FAO.

Support to halon management activities

28. Following the recommendations of the MLF evaluation of halon banks and as directed by
decision 44/8 of the Executive Committee, UNEP will undertake to use fully the capacities of the
CAP Halon Officer, located in the UNEP Regional Office for West Asia, for providing interested
Parties in all regions with information on alternatives to halon, related regulations and standards
as well as advice on halon management issues.

29. Following global activity has been included for 2007: Integrated Support for Long-Term
Management of Halon Banks. This service will address, inter alia, halon management related to
the defence, commercial aircraft, and merchant shipping sectors. The CAP Halon Officer will
work in close consultation with the Co-Chairs of the Halon Technical Options Committee

30. Additional halon phase-out related services will be provided upon requests from the Parties
and as a need arises.

Assistance to countries in non-compliance

31. Placing compliance support at the core of the CAP operation, UNEP has assessed phase-out
trends and needs for assistance of the 18 Parties declared to be in non-compliance by the 18"
Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol. A resulting list of services to the non-compliant
countries is contained in Annex IV.

I11. PLANNED 2007 ACTIVITIES AT THE REGIONAL LEVEL

Regional Networking

32. Being a flagship activity of UNEP, Regional Networking continues to offer a forum for
experience exchange and knowledge transfer between NOUs of Article 5 countries, while
adopting innovative approaches and shifting to new thematic areas (re: Objectives 1-12).

33. UNEP currently facilitates the operation of 9 Regional/Sub-regional Networks involving 134
members from developing countries and countries with economies in transition as well as 14
developed countries and the European Commission. These include:

» Latin America-South (10 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);
» Latin America-Central (10 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);
» Caribbean (13 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);
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English-speaking Africa (27 countries, with participation of Germany);

French-speaking Africa (27 countries, with participation of France and Switzerland);

West Asia (12 countries, with participation of France and Germany);

South Asia (11 countries, with participation of United Kingdom and Japan);

Southeast Asia and the Pacific (11 countries, with participation of Australia, New Zealand
and Sweden. This Network is funded by the Government of Sweden);

Europe and Central Asia (12 countries, with participation of Austria, Czech Republic,
Hungary, Slovak Republic, Sweden and the European Commission).

34. Apart from the above listed networks, UNEP also coordinates the implementation of the Pacific
Island Countries (P1Cs) Regional Strategy which covers 14 countries in the region.

35. Main activities of the Regional Networks include:

Main Network Meetings (re: Objectives 1, 5 and 7);

Thematic workshops (re: Objectives 1 and 5);

Small Group meetings (re: Objectives 1, 4, 5 and 7);

Contact Group meetings (re: Objectives 1, 4, 5 and 7);

Direct country-specific assistance or South-South/North-South cooperation (re:
Objectives 2, 6 and 11);

Electronic discussion groups (e-fora) (re: Objectives 4 and 5);

Cooperation with relevant regional Ministerial/intergovernmental processes and
economic/trade fora on the ozone layer protection issues (re: Objective 3);

Support for regional information, education and communication initiatives (re: Objective
10);

Regional and sub-regional initiatives and mechanisms to prevent illegal trade in ODS (re:
Obijective 8);

36. The above activities will be provided by staff of the Regional CAP teams (7 Regional
Network Coordinators, 3 Policy and Enforcement Officers, 4 RMP Officers; 3 Methyl Bromide
Officers and 1 Halon Officer) under the overall coordination of Network and Policy Manager.
Relevant Paris CAP staff will be involved as necessary. The UNEP Regional Directors will
provide overall guidance and political support.

37. Region-specific priorities, challenges, initiatives and selected planned activities are described
below.

Africa: regional priorities and challenges

38. In 2007 the CAP team in Africa will focus on assisting African countries in the development
of terminal phase-out activities that will enable them to ensure complete phase-out of their
residual consumption of major ODS including CFC MDlIs by the year 2010. This support will be
provided through, inter alia, the preparation of TPMPs for 29 African countries where UNEP
will be the lead agency during the preparation and implementation process. Technical and policy
support will also be given by the CAP team to those countries who seek such guidance for TPMP
while UNEP is not directly involved in the preparation and implementation. To that effect, the
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main theme for 2007 Network meetings in the region will be the preparation of Terminal Phase
out Plans.

39. As the success and sustainability of past and present phase-out activities will depend on
policy measures being taken by countries, the CAP team in Africa will put an emphasis on
advising countries on ways and means to effectively enforce regulations that are in place at both
national and sub-regional levels. For the few countries that are still in the process of setting up
their policies and control measures, UNEP will facilitate enactment of ODS regulations through
country visits and South-South cooperation as well as collaboration with sub-regional economic
and customs organizations. The CAP team will also assist a few countries in the region in
publishing their case studies on successful enforcement of ODS regulations and licensing
systems in view sharing experience with other countries in the region.

40. The Africa CAP team will work towards strengthening the collaboration between customs
authorities and ozone officers in the regional trade blocks on exchange of information related to
the Montreal Protocol and in control of illegal ODS trade through harmonization of regulations.
Sustainable working relations will be developed with the Secretariat of majors trade blocks such
as the Central African Economic and Monetary Commission (CEMAC), the Western African
Economic and Monetary Union(UEMOA), the Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa
(COMESA), the Southern Africa Customs Union (SACU) and the Economic Community of West
African States (ECOWAS), as well as the World Customs Organization’s Regional Intelligence
Liaison Office for Eastern and Southern Africa (WCO-RILO).

41. In response to challenges of methyl bromide phase-out, the CAP team is planning to work,
jointly with UNDP and UNIDO to assess the status of MeBr phase out in the region and develop
a strategy to ensure new new uses of MeBr are introduced and countries with low consumption
achieve total phase-out prior to the schedule set by the Montreal Protocol.

42. As regards other ODS with small consumption in Africa such as CTC and TCA, the regional
CAP team will continue on encouraging all NOUs in the region conduct comprehensive survey
on possible consumption of these substances. Countries will then be advised on action to ensure
total and sustainable phase-out. This will be built upon the national studies and surveys on minor
uses of carbon tetrachloride and methyl chloroform being conducted in Cameroon Niger Sierra
Leone and Uganda with the purpose of assessing current imports, applications and use of these
substances; reviewing existing national legal instruments; and identifying strategies and activities
required to achieve compliance with the Montreal Protocol.

43. The CAP team will continue working with the Ozone Secretariat and the Multilateral Fund
Secretariat to ensure that new reporting formats are will understood and adhered to by NOUs in
the region. The team will ensure data and progress report for 2006 are compiled and reported
earlier in the year since these data will be required for the preparation of the TPMP.

Asia and the Pacific: regional priorities and challenges
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44. The period 2007-2009 is important particularly due to requirement of countries in the region
to achieve their compliance targets — CFCs in 2007 and 2010 complete phase-out of CFC, CTC
and halons. Besides, special initiatives are also proposed to ensure that the momentum of ODS
phase-out in the countries in the region is maintained.

45. The regional CAP team will assist countries in actual or potential non-compliance as per the
18™ Meeting of the Parties decisions as well as follow up on cases mentioned by the relevant
MOP decisions prior to the 18" Meeting:

Implement an “early warning system” to inform the Parties of potential non-compliance
situations to enable them to take corrective actions to gear up for 2010 control measures;
Strengthen the regional informal advisory group on compliance comprising of
Implementing Agencies, Secretariats and bilaterals to provide coordinated compliance
advise and assistance to countries;

Assist Brunei, Myanmar and Nepal to implement plans for refrigerants management and
updates;

Assist Afghanistan, Bangladesh, DPR Korea, Fiji, Mongolia and Sri Lanka, to implement
their National Phase out Plans and TPMPs;

47. A major work area for the regional CAP team will be mainstreaming of ozone issues.
Namely, the regional CAP team will

Assist Afghanistan and Bhutan through UNEP’s expedited assistance approach for new
Parties to the Protocol through the approved projects;

Assist Timor Leste to ratify the Protocol and its Amendments;

Assist Ozone Officers to mainstream ozone issues in the priorities of other Line Ministries
at the national level through network meetings (like through thematic meeting on MB
with national agriculture officers or MDI thematic meeting with national health officials),
workshops and country missions, as well as through encouraging national
synergies/policies for chemical based MEAs;

Address issues of illegal trade through awareness, information exchange, regional and sub
regional cooperation between countries and enforcement organisations and integrated
(covering several MEAS) training.

Raise and maintain  high-level commitment in all Parties through
awareness/information/media and personal contacts. Priority countries will be Brunei and
Myanmar.

Assist China and India to implement policy, training and awareness components of their
servicing and methyl bromide sector strategies in collaboration with other lead agencies
(UNIDO, World Bank, UNDP, Germany, and Switzerland). Assist India in managing the
technical assistance component of the CFC production sector project and synergise the
TA strategy with the consumption side sector strategies.

Increase regional awareness for compliance through implementation of the regional
awareness action plan. Focus activities with Ozone Secretariat on their celebrations of the
20™ anniversary of the Montreal Protocol and Thai NOU on the 20" anniversary
celebrations in 2007,

48. Under the special initiatives, the following activities are envisaged:

Assistance to China in initiating a Country Convention Compliance Centre as part of their
Accelerated Phase out Plan;

Assistance Nepal in setting up a refrigeration technical training institute;

Initiate a comprehensive review of ozone policies, regulations and legislations in all
countries with a view to monitoring enforcement and including all ODS in existing
legislation;

49. Other major special initiatives at the regional level include the following activities:

>

Project Sky Hole Patching and cooperation on illegal trade control among customs: This
project has been initiated through 20 customs administrations in the Asia Pacific region
for monitoring of suspicious shipments of ozone-depleting chemicals and dangerous
commodities across several customs territories. The relevant environment authorities, the
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World Customs Organisation’s Regional Intelligence Liaison Office for Asia and the
Pacific (RILO A/P), United Nations Environment Programme Regional Office for Asia
and Pacific (UNEP ROAP), the Compliance Assistance Programme (CAP) of UNEP’s
Division of Technology, Industry and Economics, Basel Convention Regional Centres
and other key international organizations are also involved. It is proposed to continue
implementation of this initiative that will not only help in identification and control of
illegal trade of ODS but also promote customs cooperation on control of illegal trade.
This project will continue to be implemented with closer networking and coordination
between customs authorities in the region.

» Regional MDI phaseout strategy: This project is proposed to reduce the dependence of
LVC countries in the region on CFC MDIs. It is recognized that while components of
this can be addressed through TPMP preparation in a few countries, for the remaining
countries in the AP region, there is a need to prepare a strategic approach for reducing
dependence on CFC MDIs. A regional approach will not only be cost effective but also
help countries learning from each other in adoption of CFC free alternatives. The output
would include (a) a regional strategy for Asia Pacific region to facilitate smooth transition
from CFC MDIs to CFC free alternatives and (b) implementation of awareness and
regulations for supporting this transition. Besides, the countries will also be encouraged
to use the existing pharma industry network on promoting use of CFC free alternatives.
Involvement of Government in promotion provides higher level of adoption by doctors
and medical practitioners as it is perceived that Government’s involvement is not driven
only by business / commercial objectives.

» Regional awareness projects for Methyl Bromide phaseout: This would include
information exchange on latest developments for QPS and non-QPS applications for
Methyl Bromide through development of awareness materials, development and
implementation of information exchange with customs officials, quarantine department
and NOUs on Methyl Bromide alternatives and international trends and strengthening of
monitoring and reporting requirement for Methyl Bromide applications for QPS and non-
QPS applications including methods of handling stockpiles. The learning from the
current project implementation experiences, technical developments including
information available from IPPC, good practices on monitoring and reporting Methyl
Bromide use etc. would be disseminated to the countries in the region for adoption

Latin America and the Caribbean: regional priorities and challenges

50. Latin America and the Caribbean (LAC) face a great challenge in attaining and keeping the
allowable levels of ODS consumption, set for 2007 and 2010. Therefore, a high commitment to
the implementation of the Montreal Protocol is essential at the national level, along with
expeditious and efficient technology transfer and capacity building activities.

51. In 2007 and next years, the highest priority for the CAP team in LAC will be to facilitate the
implementation of approved national and regional projects for CFC and methyl bromide phase-
out. Greater emphasis will be place on completing delayed projects and assisting countries with
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specific compliance difficulties. Therefore, the regional CAP team will focus on the following
implementation issues:

» To continue strengthening national institutional arrangements to prepare countries for
new projects/activities and for the challenges ahead,;

» To foster intra-regional technical cooperation particularly in VLVC countries;

» To arrange intensive project-management training to new ozone officers and their
assistants, particularly in LVC countries and where changes have recently happened;

» To use occasions of country visits for thorough evaluation of the Montreal Protocol

activities at the national level and to actively seek cooperation of high level ministerial

officials;

To improve internal funds disbursement mechanisms and monitoring of resource

allocation at the national level;

» To guide NOUs on adjusting and streamlining work plans for each project to respond to
the current country situation and demands.

Y

52. The regional CAP team recognizes the importance of helping National Ozone Units perform
a strategic analysis of their countries’ needs and opportunities in order to comply with current
and future requirements arising out of the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments. The CAP team
will therefore endeavor to learn from the projects under implementation to understand unattended
technical problems, legal voids as well as institutional limitations to law enforcement and
introduction of ODS-free technologies.

UNEP Business Plan 2007-2009.

53. Given the conditions of the LAC region, especially its geographical proximity to Article 2
countries and location of CFC-producing companies within the region, the prevention of illegal
trade in ODS is high on the agenda of the CAP team in current year. In spite of there is enough
CFC offer, there are illegal trade cases proved in some countries due to national level of
restrictions. In such sense, the CAP team will continue working with Environment Canada and
Sweden to replicate and expand the sub-regional customs cooperation approach first introduced
in SEAP/SA for preventing ODS illegal trade. A Regional Enforcement Networking project will
be included in the bilateral Business Plan of 2007.

54. The success of the Montreal Protocol may be jeopardized in LAC due to the cases of methyl
bromide use, when this substance can not be substituted under a low risk scenario for local
growers and a simple field application of alternatives. Efficiency and efficacy in this matter are
considered more relevant than the cost of the alternative itself. To help address this challenge, the
CAP team will provide policy support to those countries in non compliance or potential non
compliance.

55. Sound technical and scientific cooperation with the private sector is just as important as any
investment. For that reason, South-South and North-South cooperation schemes will continue
being promoted by the CAP team in LAC, including ozone friendly alternatives in MDI,
CTC/TCA and Methyl Bromide.

West Asia: regional priorities and challenges
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56. In spite of the fact that West Asia member states already complied with 2005 control
measures as per data reported for 2005; the compliance with 2007 & 2010 control measures
expected to be a real challenge as expressed by many countries in West Asia. Different topics
were identified by countries as regional priorities for the work of CAP in 2007 and beyond i.e.
updating the technical and vocational curricula for relevant educational levels, assistance to
identifying the needs for phase-out CFCs in the MDIs sector, promoting further experience
exchange about MeBr alternatives in different applications, studying the needs of sustaining the
existing national Halon Banks and Halon management in the special sub-sectors i.e. Civil
Aviation and Maritime, studying the growing trend of HCFCs consumption as well as continuous
threat of illegal trade in ODS and ODS based products.

57. Continuing the work started by CAP in supporting countries to develop and/or update their
national/regional related legislations; the need for assisting those countries in enforcing recently
issued legislations is becoming an important task for CAP in the coming years. The unified
regulation for the Gulf Cooperation Countries (GCC) will be used as a key tool to promote the
cooperation and coordination among gulf countries and mobilize more stakeholders in the
enforcement of related national/regional control measures. Additionally; CAP will give also
special attention to study the impact of regional and sub-regional trade liberalization agreements
on the trade of ODS and ODS based products.

58. Although there is no customs network for the ODS in West Asia region, CAP will continue
benefiting of other existing customs networks and fora under different organizations i.e. WCO,
GCC and LAS (League of Arab States). CAP will work closely with RILO during 2007 to ensure
that illegal trade issues related to ODS are incorporated within their mandate. Moreover; the
promotion of the Green Customs Initiative (GCI) will be a major element in the work program
for CAP in West Asia in the upcoming years.

59. Within UNEP strategy to address compliance concerns in countries with zero baseline levels;
CAP will work closely with countries to carefully assess the status of CTC, TCA and MeBr in
order to ensure that there is no unforeseen consumption in some sub-sectors as well as there is
appropriate coordination with relevant national stakeholders that could be involved in the
consumption or trade of such substances.

60. Since remaining CFC consumption in the region is mainly for the use of the servicing in the
refrigeration and air-conditioning sector; CAP will work to maximize the benefits of the regional
cooperation agreement with the Chapters of ASHRAE (American Society for Heating,
Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers) in west Asia. Several joint activities with
ASHRAE Chapters will be developed and implemented inline with countries’ national phase-out
related projects and strategies.

61. Joining of Iraq to the international Ozone Protection treaties has becoming one of the major
challenges that faces the region during the last few years. In spite of the fact that CAP succeeded
to raise the issue of joining the ozone treaties to the highest levels of decision making in Iraq
through different means particularly the direct support and involvement of UNEP’s Regional
Director; the political situation in Iraq was always a barrier in ranking national priorities which
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results to a delay the process of ratification. CAP will continue giving special attention to this
issue during 2007 in order to ensure that Iraq could join the Ozone protection community as soon
as possible.

Europe and Central Asia: reqgional priorities and challenges

62. Developing countries and countries with economies in transition operating under Article 5 of
the Montreal Protocol are surrounded by both the developed countries members of the European
Union and countries with economies in transition operating under Article 2. A blend of expertise
and experience in all aspects of ODS phase-out is accumulated in the developed countries and
some Article 5 countries in advanced stages of the implementation of the Montreal Protocol. This
specific situation provides opportunities for networking, exchange of experience and mutual
assistance.

63. Priorities for the year 2007 will be to promote and enhance the regional cooperation, both
within Article 5 group of countries and with Article 2 neighbors including GEF-supported
countries with economies in transition. Such cooperation will be crucial to tackle problems of
common concern e.g. ratification of the Montreal Protocol amendments, the quality of data
reporting, use of methyl bromide, metered-dose inhalers, HCFC surveys & strategies, illegal
trade in ODS, the potential risk of possible CFC non-compliance for the reporting period 2007
and sustained phase-out of ODS beyond 2010.

64. Sustaining the phase-out beyond 2010 through enhanced partnerships and collaboration with
various regional and sub-regional initiatives and organizations, such as WCO’s Regional
Intelligence Liaison Office for Eastern & Central Europe and the Commonwealth of Independent
States, the Environmental Investigation Agency, the European Commission, inter-governmental
and non-governmental organizations, and industry will be promoted with a view to raising the
political profile and awareness of the Montreal Protocol objectives. National and regional
awareness raising, briefing of environmental journalists and media and revision of training
curricula of schools and educational institutes will be crucial. A side event during the
Environment for Europe conference in 2007 is being considered.

65. The CAP team will facilitate direct country-to-country and programmatic assistance to those
countries facing immediate and long-term compliance challenges through exchange of experience
with network countries, operation of contact Groups and involvement of local experts. Such
activities will include:

» Induction training and mentoring of newly recruited National Ozone Officers or Assistant
Ozone Officers by their more experience counterparts from other Network countries or
through participation in ECA network activities

» Country-to-country visits on the verification of data, review and improvement of ODS
legislation, enforcement of import/export licensing systems, preparation of phase-out
strategies and projects or participation in national stakeholder consultations as resource
persons

» Facilitation of expert participation in international conferences on relevant subject areas
upon request by ECA network countries
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66. Special compliance sessions will be organized in margins of network and thematic meetings
with involvement of network members, implementing agencies, secretariats, bilateral partners
and other stakeholders. Through these sessions countries experiencing compliance difficulties
will benefit from a peer review of their national situation in terms of ODS phase-out as well as
from advice and consultation on the ways to return to compliance.

67. Continued provision of information, facilitation of communications with the secretariats,
increased use of virtual means of communication (virtual training or presentations), continued
translation of key documents into Russian and other network language is required to provide
adequate access to information.

Support to the Pacific Island Countries

68. The Regional Strategy to Comply with the Montreal Protocol in the Pacific Island Countries,
which included institutional strengthening, capacity building activities and the PIC Network,
expire by the end of 2005. While the Pacific Island Countries have very low or zero consumption
of ODS, they are still faced with similar problems and have to implement phase-out measures and
activities as other Parties.

69. UNEP is cooperating with Australia and SPREP on the development of a new proposal for
the establishment of a sub-regional network for 14 Pacific Island Countries. The proposal is
included in the bilateral Business Plan of Australia for 2007.

IV. PLANNED 2007 ACTIVITIES AT THE GLOBAL LEVEL

Information and public awareness services

70. Information and awareness services (Objectives 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 9, 10 and 11) planned for 2007
are outlined below. UNEP will deliver these services within the framework of the
Communication Strategy for Global Compliance with the Montreal Protocol developed by
UNEP, and wherever possible, in support of the Information Strategy of the Multilateral Fund.
The emphasis will be on delivering or supporting information, communication and education
(ICE) services that create action-oriented awareness to support national compliance objectives
relative to the Montreal Protocol.

71. Information support to NOUs related to immediate compliance needs will continue to be
provided upon request from Article 5 countries, in close coordination with the Regional CAP
teams.

72. UNEP will reproduce and provide training manuals, guidelines and other information tools to
(a) facilitate capacity building and training of new Ozone Officers and their assistants to ensure
their quick understanding of Montreal Protocol requirements (b) service the national and regional
workshops organized by the Regional CAP teams.
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73. UNEP will continue to seek ways to help ensure the long-term sustainability of the Montreal
Protocol implementation in Article 5 countries. UNEP will continue providing further guidance
and materials that can be used by Ozone Officers and Ministries of Education to incorporate
issues of the ozone layer protection into their national school curricula. UNEP will look for
opportunities to build the capacity of teachers to deliver the existing ozone curriculum materials.

74. In 2007, UNEP will focus its global awareness activities on support for NOUs with their
national celebrations of 2007 International Day for the Preservation of the Ozone Layer, but
which also link to the 20™ Anniversary celebration of the Montreal Protocol and International
Polar Year (IPY). This support includes developing the following adaptable media materials and
guidance:

= A video related to the 20™ Anniversary celebration of the Montreal Protocol, which will
be developed in cooperation with the Ozone Secretariat, Multilateral Fund Secretariat,
and Implementing Agencies.

= The 3 issue of the illustrated booklet in Ozzy Ozone series focussing on the inter-related
issue of ozone depletion and climate change, with an emphasis on the poles.

= An ozone protection board game for children in Ozzy Ozone series, which can be adapted
and reproduced by NOUs at the national level.

= Vital Graphics on Ozone Layer Protection for the Media, which will be developed in
cooperation with the Ozone Secretariat, Multilateral Fund Secretariat, UNEP Regional
Information Officers, and GRID Arendal. This project, which was formerly called the
“journalist kit” in the 2006 Business Plan, will provide compelling visual images, facts
and guidance for journalists and will complement the Ozone Secretariat’s media kit being
developed for the 20th Anniversary.

= A global ozone protection photography contest.

= A “creative gallery” facility on the OzonAction website that allows users to search, view
and download various media content (videos, images, audio). This activity will be
initially outreached to journalists in print and television who will need access to images
for articles/shows related to 20" Anniversary topics.

75. The Information Management Team will continue to assist the Regional CAP teams with the
conceptualization, production and outreach of the video, audio, media and published materials
produced in all regions as part of the Regional Awareness facility (funds for this purpose were
incorporated in the CAP budget for 2007 as per Executive Committee decision 47/24). Electronic
versions of the final awareness products will be outreached through the OzonAction web site and
the OzonAction newsletter. Where useful, the Information Management Team will participate in
regional or national workshops related to information, communication and education issues.

76. In addition to the Regional Awareness projects, the Information Management Team will
assist all CAP teams on an as needed basis with the ICE components of individual projects and
activities reflected in this Business Plan and the CAP Services annex.

77. Information related to specific compliance issues will continue to be provided through core
clearinghouse services including 3 issues of the OzonAction Newsletter in Arabic, Chinese,
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English, French, Russian and Spanish, electronic news services (OzoNews, Clio3 and RUMBA),
web sites, outreach activities, and CD-ROMs.

78. UNEP will develop a Chiller web-portal to provide Article 5 countries with technical
information on chillers as well as lessons learnt and cases studies from the chiller projects
approved for other Implementing Agencies. A set of quick reference tools will be developed
under this project.

79. UNEP will review and update its Customs Training Manual. The update will cover areas
which have been identified in the recent years — namely legislation and illegal trade issues related
to methyl bromide and involvement of other enforcement actors.

80. UNEP will continue encouraging countries, organisations and companies to translate and
adapt existing information and awareness materials produced under the Multilateral Fund into
national languages at their own cost.

81. UNEP will continue seeking partnerships and linkages with other international, regional,
national and corporate initiatives to propagate or incorporate information and awareness
messages related to the Montreal Protocol and ozone protection.

82. The CAP Information Management Team consists of an Information Manager, an
Information Officer and two assistants

Programme management and coordination

83. Head of the OzonAction Branch provides overall strategic direction and oversight of all
UNEP’s activities related to the Montreal Protocol implementation.

84. The Paris-based CAP team ensures the overall coordination of regional networking activities
(Network and Policy Manager), coordination of programme planning, budgeting and reporting
and coordination of capacity building activities (Capacity Building Manager and CP/IS/TPMP
Programme Officer), as well as monitoring and administrative services (Monitoring and
Administration Officer). Paris-based Information Management team coordinates public
awareness and information exchange activities with the regional teams.

V. EXPECTED RESULTS FROM UNEP’S INTERVENTION

85. It is expected that the implementation of the above projects and activities will result in the
following:

» Improved capabilities and technical skills of NOUs staff to effectively carry out approved
phase-out programmes and thus ensure sustained compliance;

» Countries in non-compliance received necessary support enabling swift return to
compliance;

» Increased high level political commitment to the ozone agreements;
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ODS phase-out obligations mainstreamed into national environmental strategies/policies;
Increased number of Parties to the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments;

Enhanced awareness of users and other relevant stakeholders of forthcoming reductions in
ODS supply and availability of viable alternatives;

All client countries reported Article 7 data by established deadlines; quality of reported
data improved;

Majority of client countries submitted outstanding reports on implementation of their
Country Programme to the Multilateral Fund Secretariat;

Improved and enforced ODS related legal instruments;

NOUs provided with best available information that enable them to make decisions on
alternative technologies, sound approaches and methodologies;

Broadened and strengthened regional cooperation in the implementation of the ozone
treaties;

Increased number of countries benefiting from direct country-to-country assistance;
Concerted actions taken at national and regional levels to combat illegal trade in ODS;
Improved access to ODS-related technical information and enhanced experience
exchange in widely-spoken languages, such as Russian and Portuguese;

Indirect support provided for the implementation of investment projects through
strengthened institutional and legal frameworks.

86. Qualitative results are covered in Performance Indicators section.
VI. RESOURCE ALLOCATION

87. As stated above, the annual budget of the UNEP Compliance Assistance Programme for
2007 was approved by 50™ meeting of the Executive Committee at the amount of US$ 8,643,240
including programme support costs.

88. The 2007 CAP budget is to be used for salaries of 45 CAP staff members, more than 530
country-specific compliance services, operation of 9 Regional/Sub-regional Networks and the
Information Clearing House.

89. In 2007 UNEP will submit for approval to the 53" meeting of the Executive Committee an
annual budget of the CAP for 2008 at the estimated amount of US$ 9,207,335 including
programme support costs.

90. A summary of projects planned for submission by UNEP in 2007 is presented in Table 2.

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D. SPECIAL INITIATIVES

Activities to prevent illegal trade in ODS

91. Decision XII/16 of the Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol recommends “to
encourage further work on the Green Customs initiative of the United Nations Environment
Programme in combating illegal trade in controlled ozone-depleting substances as well as further
networking and twinning activities in the framework of regional networks aimed at the exchange
of information and experience on both licit and illicit trade in controlled ozone-depleting
substances between the Parties, including enforcement agencies”.

92. Decision XVI11/18 of the meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol encourages Parties
to consider effective action to improve monitoring of transboundary movement of ozone-
depleting substances. The same decision encourages UNEP’s Compliance Assistance Programme
(CAP) to continue its efforts to train ozone officers and customs officers on best practices and
raise awareness and to disseminate examples of best practices for national licensing systems and
regional cooperation to combat illegal trade.

93. Initially based on regional and sub-regional workshops, the Green Customs Initiative will
continue exploring national-level complementary training, which will introduce Montreal
Protocol activities in synergy with other MEAs. The Green Customs Partners’ meeting will be
held in April 2006 in Paris to agree upon future orientations.

94. The following activities are planned for 2007, in addition to regional enforcement networks:
» Enforcement Network for South America region. This activity will be funded through
Environment Canada

> Enforcement Networks for Southeast and South Asia

Regional workshops on alternative metered-dose inhalers (MDI)

95. Decision XVI1I/14 of the Meeting of the Parties highlighted difficulties related to compliance
with the upcoming reduction requirements of the Protocol that may be faced by Article 5 Parties
consuming CFCs for the manufacture of metered dose inhalers.

96. The Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in its decision XVI11/14 requested the
Executive Committee “to consider appropriate regional workshops to create awareness and
educate stakeholders including doctors and patients on alternative metered-dose inhalers and on
the elimination of chlorofluorocarbons in metered-dose inhaler uses.”

97. The Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in its decisions XVIII/16 requested
UNEP to consider including on the agenda of the thematic regional workshops information to
clarify the steps required to advance the transition from CFC MDlIs.
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98. Consistent with this decision UNEP proposes to organise a series of thematic workshops in 4
regions (English-speaking Africa; French-speaking Africa; Asia and the Pacific; West Asia; Latin
America and the Caribbean) and develop related information/awareness materials.

99. The regional MDI workshop for Europe and Central Asia region is planned for 2008.

100. The workshops would be held back-to-back with the main Network meetings with
involvement of both environmental and public health authorities with the aim at providing the
participants with tools and information for national awareness/educational campaigns on
available alternatives to CFC-based metered-dose inhalers. These workshops would cover a
broad range of national stakeholders, including Ministries of Health, clinics, pharmaceutical
companies and dealers, child care centres, allergy and respiratory disease research institutions,
universities, NGOs and civil society organizations.

101. Cooperation for the organization of the regional workshops and national campaigns would
be sought from the World Health Organisation, UNESCO and other relevant international entities
such as the Global Alliance against Chronic Respiratory Diseases and NGOs active in the health
sector. Other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies of the Multilateral Fund will be consulted and
invited to participate.

102. UNEP will also strive to integrate the issue of CFC-free MDI to the regional Ministerial
“Environment and Health” processes. Possibilities to convene the regional MDI workshops back-
to-back with scheduled Environment and Health Conferences will be explored.

Technical and policy assistance in HCFC management

103. UNEP will assist the Article 5 countries in phasing out HCFCs using the existing
infrastructure. These activities are proposed to facilitate the efforts in the countries through
technical information exchange support with focus on technology evolution on HCFC
alternatives and monitoring and reporting HCFC consumption.

104. The activities proposed would include (a) Awareness workshops at country level where
stakeholders understand the phase-out challenges and prevailing trends on HCFC production and
consumption including the plans adopted by non-Article 5 countries. These workshops will be
thematic in nature and will be used as a base for subsequent country level awareness activities (b)
Information exchange support through a help desk for HCFCs for the Article 5 countries.

105. This help desk will collect and present information relating to technology evolution and
options for phasing out HCFC consumption in the user industries (¢) Guidance manual with data
collection systems for data collection and reporting of HCFC supply and consumption so that
measures for HCFC phaseout can be designed at the country level, and (d) Design of mechanism
of training support that could be provided to the service technicians using the existing CFC
servicing infrastructure.

E. PLANNED BUSINESS PLAN ACTIVITIES
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106. Ongoing projects — By the end of 2006, UNEP project portfolio consisted of 210 ongoing

non-investment projects as contained in Annex II.

In additional UNEP is implementing 104

institutional strengthening projects. UNEP will strive to complete delayed projects and those
projects due for completion in 2007 in a timely manner, taking into account the importance of
efficient project implementation for compliance with the 2005 and 2007 phase-out targets.

107. Programme expansion — UNEP plans to prepare and submit for approval during 2007-2009

216 non-investment projects as itemised in Annex IlI.

G. POLICY ISSUES

HCFC related activities

110. While most of developed countries started reducing their dependency on HCFCs, Article 5
countries show a rapid growth in consumption. Reports of the TEAP Task Force and IPCC/TEAP
indicate that the cumulative HCFCs consumption figure in Article 5 has magnified about 4 times
since 1995.

111. Despite more urgent priorities of phasing-out CFCs, halon and methyl bromide, some NOUs
have expressed a need for the development of long-term strategies and approaches to HCFCs
management in preparation for the future phase-out. About 60 countries, mostly LVCs, have
requested UNEP to assist in assessing the break-down and trends in HCFCs use in their
countries. The primary objective of such assistance would be to carry out a comprehensive
survey of HCFCs uses as well as assess the adequacy of technologies and existing
policies/legislations required to comply with future control measures under the Montreal
Protocol. UNEP envisages that prompted by such HCFCs activities, Article 5 countries may
undertake an early shift from the use of HCFCs where cost-effective alternatives are identified.

112. UNEP has included in its Business Plan 2007-2009 regional HCFC activities in the five
regions, planned for submission in 2008. During 2007 UNEP is planning to further consult with
countries on their actual needs, review of experiences gained by UNDP in implementation of
similar projects approved in 2005 and fine-tuning approach to HCFCs issue.

113. UNEP seeks guidance of the Executive Committee on the proposed line of action and on the
future eligibility of HCFCs related projects.
