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RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

Todos los paises que se encuentran en riesgo de incumplimiento de las reducciones intermedias antes
de 2010 cuentan con proyectos aprobados para acanzar dchos objetivos, o bien con actividades en
los planes administrativos para 2009-2011 que contribuirian alograrlos.

Los datos de 2008 notificados por nueve paises sugieren € posible incumplimiento de las medidas de
control para los CFC (Arabia Saudita, Argentina, Bangladesh, Bosnia y Herzegovina, Estados
Federados de Micronesia, Replblica Dominicana’, Republica del Irag, Vanuatu y Venezuela
(Republica Bolivariana de)); halones (Republica del Iraq y Vanuatu); metilbromuro (Arabia Saudita,
Argelia, Argentina, Chile, China, Costa Rica, Egipto, Filipinas, Indonesia, Jamaica, Malasia,
Marruecos, México, Republica del Irag, Sudan, Tailandia, Trinidad y Tabago, Vanuatu, Viet Nam,
Yemeny Zambia); y las medidas de control parael CTC (Bolivia, Ecuador, Indonesia, Irag, México y
Turkmenistan).

De las 47 cuestiones relacionadas con € cumplimiento para Partes que operan al amparo del
Articulo 5 que estén siendo examinadas por € Comité de Cumplimiento en 2009, 32 parecen haber
sido resudtas 0 se han cumplido los objetivos; para un pais, la cuestion se resolvié como un posible
incumplimiento; seis cuestiones no han sido resueltas o bien no se han cumplido los objetivos; y no se
recibi6 informacion sobre otras ocho cuestiones.

L os datos sobre la gjecucion de los programas de pais indican que:

o Ningun pais presento datos utilizando € sistema basado en la Web.

0 Se cacula que restan arededor de 3073 toneladas PAO (incluidos los datos con arreglo a
Articulo 7 para los siete paises que no han notificado datos de programa de pais (excluidos los
HCFC)) que deben ser considerados por e Comité Ejecutivo para la adopcion de medidas.

0 En los datos de los programas de pais se notificd un consumo total de 378 984 toneladas de
HCFC (24 989 toneladas PAO).

0 De los 136 paises que presentaron informacidén acerca de los sistemas de otorgamiento de
licencias, 55 han informado de que dichos sistemas se encuentran operativos (112 de los
119 paises que presentaron datos contaban con sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias operativos,
de los cuales e 85,2 por ciento funcionan ‘ satisfactoriamente’ o ‘muy bien’).

o En la mayoria de los paises, € precio dd CFC-11 ha continuado aumentado, mientra que €
precio medio del CFC-12 fue ligeramente més bgjo. No obstante, los precios de HCFC-22,
HCFC-141b, HCFC-142b y HFC-134a fueron inferiores a aquellos del CFC-11y e CFC-12.

2. El andlisis realizado y las conclusiones del presente documento no menoscaban en modo aguno
la situacion de cumplimiento que determine la Reunion de las Partes, dnico érgano facultado para ello.
Los datos comunicados de conformidad con e Articulo 7 se utilizan exclusivamente para determinar la
situacion de los paises respecto del cumplimiento cada afio. El andlisis que se redliza en este documento
utiliza una combinacion de datos notificados a la Secretaria del Fondo sobre la gecucion de los
programas de pais para diversos periodos de cumplimiento y datos con arreglo a Articulo 7. Por |o tanto,
este documento no determina e cumplimiento per se. Por € contrario, evalla las perspectivas de los
esfuerzos de los paises que operan a amparo del Articulo 5 de cumplir con lo estipulado por una o0 més
medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal. Su principal finalidad es identificar las SAO que aln
deben ser abordadas por medidas apoyadas por €l Fondo Multilateral.

PARTE I: SITUACIONY PERSPECTIVAS DE CUMPLIMIENTO (SEGUN LOSDATOS MAS
RECIENTES DISPONIBLEYS)

3. En esta seccion se presentan los resultados del andlisis de la situacion de cumplimiento de las
medidas de control hasta e afio 2005 inclusive, relativas a halones, metilbromuro, tetracloruro de carbono
(CTC) y 1,1,1-tricloroetano (TCA) y de las medidas de control de 2007 sobre los CFC.? El andlisis parte
dd supuesto de que los Ultimos datos de consumo notificados en virtud del Articulo 7 o que figuran en los
programas de pais tuvieron en cuenta la eliminacidn en los proyectos terminados que han sido aprobados
por € Comité Ejecutivo. En e documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/37/18, que se sometio a la
consideracion de la 372Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo, se describe detalladamente la metodologia
empleada en los andlisis.

2 No existe ninglin proyecto que se ocupe las sustancias incluidas en el Anexo B-1; el Comité Ejecutivo no ha
examinado ni financiado ningln proyecto en relacion con estas sustancias a las que se aplica desde 2007 una
reduccion del umbral de consumo del 85 por ciento.
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4, Para este andlisis, se utilizaron los datos mas recientes disponibles. Al 1 de junio de 2009, 28
paises que operan a amparo del Articulo 5 habian notificado datos de 2008 con arreglo a Articulo 7,y 77
paises han notificado datos de 2007. Otros 38 paises’ notificaron ala Secretaria del Fondo datos de 2008
Unicamente sobre el progreso en la gecucion de los programas de pais tal como lo requiere la
decision 17/34. En €l andlisis se parte del supuesto de que los Ultimos niveles notificados del consumo de
SAO no han aumentado.

5. L os organismos de gjecucion bilaterales y multilaterales presentaron informes sobre la marcha de
las actividades ala 582 Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo, en los cuaes facilitaron datos sobre la situacion de
la gjecucién de todas las actividades y proyectos aprobados por e Comité hasta € fin de 2008. Los datos
sobre | as aprobaciones potenciales en 2009 han sido tomados del Plan administrativo refundido para los
afios 2009-2011, tal como ha sido presentado en la 572 Reunion.

6. La Secretaria del Fondo seguira sintetizando todos los datos incluidos en las versiones previas de
los informes sobre la dtuacion y perspectivas para € cumplimiento que hayan sido utilizados por la
Secretaria del Fondo con fines analiticos. Estos datos estén disponibles a pedido.

SECTOR DE PRODUCCION

7. De los siete * paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que disponen de instalaciones para la
produccion de CFC, los Gobiernos de Argentina, China, Republica Democratica Popular de Corea, India,
México y la Republica Bolivariana de Venezuela han concertado acuerdos para llevar a cabo las
reducciones previstas. El Gobierno del Brasil indicd que ha eliminando por cuenta propia la produccion
de CFC. Parala produccion de halones, el Gobierno de China tiene un acuerdo vigente, y el Gobierno de
la India recibio una donacion por Unica vez para d cierre de sus instalaciones de produccion de halones.

8. Cuatro paises (Brasil, China, Republica Popular Democrética de Corea y la India) tienen
establecido un nivel basico de referencia para la produccion de CTC. EI Comité Ejecutivo ya ha aprobado
proyectos parala eliminacion definitivadel CTC en los sectores de produccion y consumo paratres paises
(China, Republica Popular Democrética de Corea y la India). En la 542 Reunion se aprobd un proyecto
para el sector de agentes de proceso de CTC en Brasil.

9. Se aprobaron proyectos para € cierre de las instalaciones de produccion de metilbromuro en
China, que era € Unico de los dos paises que operan d amparo del Articulo 5 con instalaciones de
produccion de metilbromuro, siendo € otro pais la Republica de Corea, que no aspira arecibir asistencia
del Fondo.

SECTOR DE CONSUMO

10. En esta seccion se presenta un resumen de los resultados de un andlisis detallado del grado en que
los paises parecen encontrarse en situacion de incumplimiento o estan en riesgo de no cumplir con lo
estipulado.

25. De las 47 cuestiones relacionadas con e cumplimiento para Partes que operan al amparo del
Articulo 5 que estan siendo examinadas por e Comité de Cumplimiento en 2009, 32 parecen haber sido
resudtas 0 se han cumplido los objetivos;, para un pais, la cuestion se resolvié como un posible
incumplimiento; seis cuestiones no han sido resueltas o bien no se han cumplido los objetivos; y no se
recibié informacién sobre otras ocho cuestiones.  Los datos de los programas de pais indicaron que ocho
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paises habian cumplido con los objetivos de consumo de su plan de accion pero no habian notificado aln
datos con arreglo a Articulo7. Los organismos indicaron que se habian instaurado medidas
reglamentarias en cuatro paises que no habian notificado sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias en €
ultimo documento presentado ala Reunion de las Partes.

26. En € Anexo Il figura informacion sobre los paises sujetos a decisiones de las Partes en relacion
con € cumplimiento y que ain no han cumplido lo que exigen dichas decisiones, o bien parecen
encontrarse en situacion de incumplimiento. La informacion se presenta por cuestion relacionada con €
cumplimiento y por pais.

27. El Anexo Il incluye asimismo una columna titulada “ Observaciones del Fondo Multilateral” que
contiene informacion procedente de los datos del programa de pais presentados por las dependencias
nacionales del ozono, informacion facilitada por |os organismos de gecucion multilaterales y bilaterales,
y datos sobre e particular obtenidos de los Ultimos informes de situacion y sobre la marcha de las
actividades. El anexo también incorpora informacion anteriormente incluida en el informe sobre demoras
en la gjecucion en proyectos con demoras en paises con cuestiones relacionadas con € cumplimiento.

30. Al 1 de junio de 2009, los datos de programas de pais mas recientes presentados a la Secretaria
incluyeron datos de 2008 para 66 de los 143 paises que se requeria que presentasen dichos informes, y
datos de 2007 de 77 paises. Los siguientes paises nunca han notificado datos de programa de pais. Guinea
Ecuatorial, Eritrea, Republica del Irag, Arabia Saudita, Somalia, Sudéfricay Vanuatu. Todos los paises
ratificaron en 2005 o antes, excepto la Republica del Irag.

CARACTERISTICASDE LOSPROGRAMAS NACIONALESDE ELIMINACION

36. El nuevo formato de notificacién de datos sobre programas de pais aprobado en la decision 46/39
permite a las dependencias nacionales de 0zono determinar las perspectivas de cumplimiento de manera
cualitativay cuantitativa.

Integridad de los datos

37. Este es el cuarto afio que se usa el nuevo formato para notificar los datos de los programas de
pais. De los 61 paises que facilitaron los datos de 2008, 62 usaron € nuevo formato. Sin embargo, gran
parte de los datos suministrados en el nuevo formato estaban completos en su mayoria, excepto la seccion
sobre reglamentos. Ningun pais notifico datos de 2008 utilizando € sistema basado en la Web, que se
puso en funcionamiento € 25 de abril de 2007. De los 143 paises que debian presentar datos relativos a
programa de pais en este documento, solo 62 |os presentaron.

Resumen de datos

38. Sesenta y dos de los 143 paises que presentaron informes y que tienen planes de gestiéon de
refrigerantes/planes nacionales de diminacion/planes de gestion de diminacion definitiva indicaron
progresos en la gecucion de sus planes de gestion de refrigerantes. Si se incluyen los paises que
presentaron datos anteriores a 2008 asi como aquellos que presentaron datos para 2008, 109 de 136 paises
registraron adelantos en la gjecucion de sus planes de gestion de refrigerantes.

39. Los paises que natificaron datos anteriores a 2008, asi como agquellos que notificaron datos para
2008 indicaron que se encuentran en funcionamiento un total de 11 360 maguinas de recuperacion y
4 068 méguinas de reciclgje. Entre los paises que emplean maquinas de recuperacion y reciclge, d

64,4 por ciento informd que las méquinas funcionaban ‘satisfactoriamente o ‘muy bien’. Se ha
recuperado un total de 315,3 toneladas PAO de CFC-11, de s que se han reutilizado 143,3 toneladas
PAO, y un total de 5886,6 toneladas PAO de CFC-12, de las que se han reutilizado 2814,8 toneladas
PAO. No serecopilaron datos paralas restantes SAO.

40. Los datos notificados para 2008, 2007 y 2006 considerados junto con los datos de |os informes de
afios anteriores, indican que se ha impartido capacitacion a 76 733 técnicos de servicio y mantenimiento
de refrigeracion, se ha certificado a 59 608 técnicos y se haimpartido capacitacion a 3451 instructores de
técnicos en servicio y mantenimiento de refrigeracion.

41. Ciento veinte y ocho paises de los 136 que notificaron datos acerca de su sistema de otorgamiento
de licencias han notificado datos acerca de sistemas de otorgamiento licencias vigentes (112 de los
119 paises que notificaron datos de 2007 disponian de un sistema de otorgamiento licencias vigente, de
los cuales e 85,2 por ciento funcionaba * satisfactoriamente’ o ‘muy bien’).

42. Ciento doce paises de los 136 que notificaron datos sobre el sistema de cupos (incuidos los datos
de los informes de afios anteriores) indicaron que disponian de un sistema de cupos. Ademés, 123 paises
notificaron que requerian € registro de los importadores. Se ha informado que se ha impartido
capacitacion a 12 867 oficides de aduanas en totd (incluidos los datos de los informes de afios
anteriores). No resulta claro s se trata de datos anuales o acumulativos. En & Cuadro 10 se presenta un
resumen de los costos de algunas SAO y los productos sustitutivos.

43. No se han proporcionado dichos datos para halones, metilbromuro o CTC.

44, El Cuadro 10 anterior indica que € precio medio del CFC-11 ha continuado aumentando. El
precio medio del CFC-12 fue ligeramente inferior, pero los precios del HCFC-22, HCFC-141b, HCFC-
142b, y HFC-134a son mucho més bajos que aquellos parael CFC-11y € CFC-12.

PARTE IV: EVALUACION DE LOSFACTORES DE RIESGO DE INCUMPLIMIENTO

45. En la 572 Reunion, e Comité Ejecutivo alentd “alas Partes interesadas que operan a amparo del
Articulo 5 a efectuar sus propias evaluaciones del riesgo de incumplimiento mediante la utilizacién de la
metodologia e indicadores desarrollados por la Secretaria’ (decision 57/5b)). Esta seccion se ocupade la
metodol ogia utilizada para la evaluacion del riesgo.

46. Los datos utilizados para la evaluacion del riesgo provienen esencialmente de los datos

notificados por los mismos paises que operan a amparo del Articulo 5, mas informacion sobre los
proyectos aprobados por e Comité Ejecutivo para dichos paises. Al respecto, cada pais que opera a
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amparo cal Articulo 5 tiene la mayor parte de los datos con los que podria realizar su propia evaluacion
de riesgo. Otros datos adicionales que se podrian utilizar figuran en los datos de los informe sobre la
marcha de las actividades que se presentan a la 582 Reunidn en € Informe refundido sobre la marcha de
las actividades (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/58/10), asi como la informacion indicada en este documento
respecto a los proyectos con demoras en la gecucion y aquellos para los que se prepararon informes de
Situacion adicionales.

47. La evaluacion dd riesgo incluye tanto indicadores generales como indicadores especificos. Los
indicadores generales se agrupan en las siguientes categorias de indicadores, que cubren: sistema de
otorgamiento de licencias y registro de importadores; medida en que la dependencia nacional del ozono
esta en funcionamiento e integrada en las ingtituciones nacionales del pais, las opiniones del pais acerca
del cumplimiento y de las fuerzas que aientan o menoscaban € cumplimiento y la medida en que los
proyectos en curso estén demorados. Los indicadores principales se relacionan con la asistencia que €
Fondo Multilateral ha proporcionado o no para abordar € consumo restante de una SAO determinada, ya
sea por medio de iniciativas del Programa de asistenciaa cumplimiento o bien proyectos aprobados que
se ocupan de todo € consumo restante. El segundo grupo consta de indicadores relacionados con

demoras, puntuaidad y porcentgje de desembolso para los proyectos para abordar € consumo restante,
aprobacion de tramos anuales, patrones de consumo y comparaciones entre importaciones y cupos, asi
como indicadores relacionados con € costo de las SAO en comparacion con las alternativas (S estan
disponibles). Los paises podrian consultar las evauaciones anteriores realizadas por la Secretaria del

Fondo y actualizar la evaluacion conforme a nuevo programa de pais.

PARTE V: PROYECTOS CON DEMORASEN LA EJECUCION Y PROYECTOS PARA LOS
QUE SE HAN PEDIDO INFORMESDE SIS TUACION ADICIONALES

48. Hay 19 proyectos en curso que se han clasificado como proyectos con demoras en la gecucion y
estan sujetos a los procedimientos del Comité para la cancelacion de proyectos (véase € Anexo I1). Los
proyectos con demoras en la gjecucién son aquellos: i) que se prevé completar con una demora de més de
12 meses, y/o, ii) en los que no se ha efectuado ninglin desembolso en un plazo de 18 meses después de la
aprobacion del proyecto. El desglose de los proyectos con demoras en la gecucion por organismo de
gecucion y bilateral se presenta en e Cuadro 11 como sigue: PNUD (cinco); ONUDI (tres); PNUMA

(cuatro); Japon (tres); el Banco Mundial (tres); Alemania (uno). Se han recibido informes de todos los
organismos. Las demoras se deben frecuentemente a factores relacionados con motivos técnicos (cinco),
factores externos (dos), organismo de gecucién (uno). No se prgporcionaron motivos para 1os
11 proyectos restantes.

Progreso en la solucion de las causas de las demoras

49, En sus informes, los organismos de g ecucion y bilaterales informaron que € progreso en superar
las demoras habia sido variable. Uno de los proyectos listados con demoras en la 572 Reunion ya se han
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completado y uno ha experimentado progresos (Anexo 111). Ambos proyectos se retiraran de la lista de
proyectos con demoras en la g ecucion.

Proyectos con alguin progreso

50. Dieciséis proyectos se clasificaron en la categoria “con algun progreso” y los organismos de
gecucion y bilaterales indicaron que se seguiria supervisando dichos proyectos (Anexo 1V). Pese a
progreso observado, cabe sefialar que los proyectos aprobados por mas de tres afios deben continuar
siendo supervisados en virtud de la decision 32/4. Por consiguiente, estos proyectos no pueden ser
retirados de la lista correspondiente a la supervision antes de su terminacion definitiva,
independientemente de los progresos logrados. Por |o tanto, se recomienda continuar con la supervision
de los mismos.

Proyectos para los que se pidieron informes de situacion adicionales

51 Los proyectos de fortalecimiento ingtitucional, bancos de halones, capacitacion aduanera,
recuperacion, reciclaie y demostracion no estén sujetos a los procedimientos para la cancelacion de
proyectos. Sin embargo, € Comité Ejecutivo ha decidido continuar supervisandolos segln corresponda
(decision 36/14 b)). En su 572 Reunion, € Comité Ejecutivo pidio 15 informes de situacion adicionaes.
Dichos informes son necesarios cuando se carece de indicacion alguna acerca de los progresos realizados
desde € Ultimo informe y/o cuando se ha informado de la existencia de impedimentos adicionales a la
gecucion. Se pidieron informes de situaciéon adicionales por presentar a la 592 Reunion para seis
proyectos (Anexo V) y se pidié un informe para un proyecto parala 582 Reunion.

52. Australia haindicado que informaria sobre e resultado de una reunién para los paises de lasidas
del Pecifico, ocasion en la que tenia previsto pedir informacion sobre la sSituacion de la creacion del

sistema de otorgamiento de licencias y los progresos en € programa de capacitacion aduanera en Vanuatu
(VAN/REF/36/TAS/02).

Solicitudes de cancelacion de proyecto por mutuo acuerdo en la 582 Reunion

53. Tres proyectos han sido presentados para cancelacion por mutuo acuerdo entre € organismo de
gecuciony € pais interesado (Anexo I11).

DETAILED ANALYSISOF THE STATUSOF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES SUBJECT

1 Annex | presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject to
decisions of the Parties on compliance and those at risk of non-compliance. The data tablesin Appendixes
I-VI indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out agreement for a specific controlled
substance. The CFC anaysis (Appendix 1) shows further whether a low-volume consuming country
(LVC) has received a Refrigerant Management Plan (RMP) or a RMP update since the 31% Meeting of
the Executive Committee, which should be sufficient to ensure a country’s compliance at least up to, and
including, the 85 per cent reduction target in 2007 (decision 31/48(h)). The analysis of halons (Appendix
I1) indicates whether a halon banking activity has been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that
regulations facilitating production and import bans are established within six months of the establishment
of areclamation centre (decision 18/22). Decision 35/57 presumes that halon banking should be the last
project approved for the halon sector. The methyl bromide analysis (Appendix I11) indicates further
whether a country has received funding for a phase-out to meet the 2005 control measure. Appendices 1V
and V present information on the carbon tetrachloride (CTC) and methyl chloroform (TCA) phase-out,
respectively. A new appendix was added to provide information on latest HCFC consumption only, as
the baseline will not be established until after 2010.
